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ABSTRACT

The study on alcohol drinking behavior of 7 teenage girls was the case study
aiming at investigating factors related to drinking, their way of life and their opinion
on alcohol drinking. The study was a qualitative research collecting data through
group conversation and interview during October 2005-March 2006. The research had
applied the social learning theories to conceptualize the decision to drink alcohol of
the teenage girls under investigation.

The findings reveal that the girls decide to drink alcohol drinking because they
needed to instantiate their self for their engagement in their peer group and they
needed acceptance from the group. They had positive attitude towards alcohol
drinking seeing it as what they could do citing the demonstration effect of members of
their family such as father, mother or both. When their parents had learned they
drank, the parent did not tell their children of its negative impact nor express any
rejection. The parents however tried to suggest their children drink at the place under
their watch.
