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The objectives of this research were to study 1) the university studentg/fvoting behavior
in the senatorial election in Chiang Mai Province and 2) their participation in the election.

A close-ended Questionnaire was used to collect data from 200 university students.

2. They received electoral information from the Ratio of Thailand.
3. There were moderately satisfied with the result of /the senatorial election
