ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study (1) media used to preach Dharma, or
Buddhist teachings, at Klong-Prem Central Prison; (2) prisoners’ behavior in being exposed to the
media and receiving the messages; (3) the relationship between demographic characteristics and
exposure to media; and (4) the relationship between exposure to media and utilization of the knowledge
of Dharma in practice after receiving the message.

This research was a quantitative study. The sample consisted of 405 prisoners at Klong -
Prem Central Prison who were coﬁvicted of drug-related offenses and sentenced to terms of 6 months to
40 years. Data were collected using a questionnaire and analyzed using means, standard deviation ,
Chi-square and Descriptive Statistics.

The results showed that (1) the most appropriate medium for teaching Dharma at Klong-
Prem Prison was personal media in the form of a certified religious teacher; (2) The research
participants were most receptive to teaching from a certified religious teacher or a monk; (3) Prisoners’
educational level was related to their behavior in being exposed to print media in the form of pamphlets
and personal media in the form of monks; and (4) The prisoners’ educational level was not related to
their behavior in being exposed to media and utilizing knowledge of Dharma in practice, but it was
found that the methods in which the certified religious teachers or monks.taught via prayer activities,
meditation, and evaluation of understanding through dialogue were related to the prisoners’ utilization
of knowledge of Dharma in practice following the teaching. The researcher recommended that
1) Klong-Prem Prison should consider providing more time for practicing meditation; 2) the prison
should consider providing higher level training so that the certified religious teachers can better teach
the prisoners; and 3) the prison should consider increasing the number of certified religious teachers and

monks for prisoners’ knowledge and understanding of Dharma.
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
