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The objective of a cross — sectional descriptive investigation concentrated in
quality of life of patients with permanent colostomy of King Chulalongkorn Memorial
Hospital during the period from December,2006 to February 2007. The instrument had
been used to collect the data , namely, the demographic data , Thai version of Hospital
Anxiety and Depression scale, Quality of life in colostomy patient questionnaire, and
WHOQOL- BREF-THAI guestionnaire. The statistic utilized in the study were percentage,
mean, and standard deviation, Chi-square , T-test, Pearson’ Product Moment Correlation

Co- efficiency and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results of this study were as following ; The overall quality of life in patients
with permanent colostomy was moderated level ( 76.84%). Their quality of life in physical,
psychological, social relationship, and environment aspects were also at moderated
<Ievel (72.6%, 63.2% , 72.6% , 81.1%). Complication of colostomy were leakage, rash,and
social problem ( 32.6%, 30.5%, 20 %). Their quality of life in psychological were Anxiety
( 24.2%) and Depression ( 15.8%).The predictive factors of the overall quality of life were
quality of life with colostomy, post illness income, AIDS ( R’ =0.764). The predictive
factors of quality of life in psychological were anxiety and depression ( R’ =0.768 ).The

predictive factors quality of life in physical were depression ( R’ = 0.697).
