The purposes of this survey research were to investigate general conditions of
garment industry business, to examine factors affecting the amount of garment export,
and to look into exporters’ needs. The subjects of the study were 288 garment
exporters who had been distributed an export quota in 2003 from Division of Textile
Trade, Department of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Commerce. Questionnaires and
interviews were used to collect the data. Percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard
deviation were employed to analyze the data. ,

The study revealed that the causes highly /éﬂecting the decrease and the stabil‘ity
of the amount of the garment export were related to markets, production, quality,
production cost, export cost, periods of goods delivery, finance, government loans, and
international loans. Severe price competition, and dramatic increase of wages were
found extremely affect the decrease and stable amount. However, personal loans had
a little effect on the garment export amount. The mean of the” mentioned effects as a
whole was 2.99 while those of the detailed aspects ranged from 2.71-3.18.

With respect to the increase of the amount of the garment exports, it was found
that the causes highly affecting it were related to markets, increase of production
efficiency, quality control, production cost, export cost, and punctual delivery. The
causes that extremely affected the increase of the export amount were on-sales service,
garment design, procurement of domestic raw materials, setting standard time of work,
and provision of sufficient machines. The mean of the effects of this respects as a
whole was 3.37 while those of the detailed ranged from 3.08-3.45.
