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ABSTRACT

This research were to 1) study parents’ decision making to enroll their children
in the private schools under LopBuri Primary Education Service Area Office 1 and 2)
compare parents’ decision making to enroll their children in the private schools under
LopBuri Primary Education Service Area Office 1, when classified by age, education,
career, monthly income, and children's class level. 391 samples were the parents in the
private schools under LopBuri Primary Education Service Area Office 1, in the academic
year 2014, drawn by stratified random sampling. The instrument used for data collecting
was a five level rating scale questuonnaire with the reliability of 0.983. The data were
analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way
ANOVA, and Scheffe’s test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The parents’ decision making to enroll their children in the private
schools under LopBuri Primary Education Service Area Office 1 was at a high level,
ranging from highest to the lowest aspects as follow: school premises and environment,
curriculum and instruction, reputation, and teachers and educational personnel.

2. The Compare of the parents’ decision making to enroll their children in
the private schools under LopBuri Primary Education Service Area Office 1 when
classified by monthly income had different statistical Significant level of .05. However,

when classified by age, education, career, and Children's level had not different.
