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The purposes of thé research were to find 1) school administrator’s academic
leadership behavior of accredited and non-accredited private schools in  Buddhist temples,
and 2) the differences of between administrator’s academic leadership behavior accredited
and non-accredited charitable private schools in Buddhist temples. The respondents were
school administrators, head of academic department, and heads of academic content from
20 private schools in Buddhist temples, 180 in total. The research instrument was a
questionnaire on the implementation of Administrator’s academic leadership behavior based
on Hallinger and Murphy’s viewpoints. The statistics used were percentage (% ), mean
(;), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings were as follows :

1) Administrator’s academic leadership behavior of accredited and non-
accredited charitable private school in Buddhist temple as a whole, and as individual were
at a high level

2) The administrator’s academic leadership behavior of charitable private

schools in Buddhist temples of accredited and non-accredited were not different.
