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ABSTRACT 201941

The objectives of this research were to study: (1) the main duties of warrant
level police officers in supporting local elections; and (2) the behavior and types of
corruption practiced by warrant level police officials in regard to the Subdistrict
Administration Organization elections in Phang Nga Province.

This was a qualitative and quantitative research based on a sample
population of 30, consisting of 18 warrant police officers in Phang Nga Province, 8
jocal politicians, and 4 local election committee members, selected through simple
random sampling. Data were collected using in-depth interview forms and group
interviews. Qualitative data were analyzed and presented using descriptive analysis
and content analysis and quantitative data were analyzed using percentages and
presented in tables.

The results showed that: (1) the wafrant police officers’ local e!ection—related
duty was mainly providing security and keeping order at the voting sites; and (2) the
corruption behavior of warrant level police officers in regard to the Subdistrict
Administration Organization elections in Phang Nga Province was complex and took
many forms. It had an impact on two agencies: the National Police Department and
the Phang Nga Subdistrict Administration Organization. The researcher’s
recommendations are that the election committee should clearly designate the
duties of every relevant party; that politicians at every level should help create good
political conscience; and that the police and the Subdistrict Administration
Organizations should work together to find ways to prevent and solve the problem of

dishonesty.
