The purposes of the study on behavior and attitude about the listening to the
compulsory radio programs of Thai Army Radio Broadcast are as follows: 1.) to study
the behavior and attitude of military officers of Dusit district, Bangkok Metropolis
about the listening to the compulsory radio programs produced by Thai Army Radio
Broadcast, in the areas of program objectives, the contents, the presentation and the
timings; 2.) to study the relation between personal attribute data and behavior and
attitude about the act of listening to the compulsory radio programs; and 3.) to study
the problems and suggestions of the listeners.

A group of 390 military officers of Dusit district, Bangkok Metropolis was the
samples of this study. Five-level rating scale questionnaire was applied as the
research instrument. To analyze data, percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard
deviation were applied. In addition, t-test for hypothesis testing; F-test or one-way
ANOVA for variance analysis, Chi-Square to test the relation, and Pearson product
moment correlations at the 0.05 statistical significance level were used.

The findings show that:

Personal attributes of the military officers such as age, military rank, and the
year of work were related to the listening behavior to the compulsory radio programs,
meanwhile sex and educational levels showed no relation to the listening behavior.

Personal attributes of the military officers such as sex and age were related to
the attitude about the listening, meanwhile, educational levels, military rank and the
year of work showed no relation to the attitude.

The frequency of listening and the behavior of the samples in listening to the
compulsory radio programs with others demonstrated the relation to the attitudes of
the listeners. However, there were no relation between the act of listening, timing, the
listening methods, the patterns of the programs and the attitude of the listeners.
