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The purposes of this research were to study level of leadership behavior of
school administrators, level of academic administration of schools, the relation of leadership
of administrators and academic and the leadership behavior of schools administrators
effecting academic administration of schools, administration of schools.

The samples used in this research included 518 persons who were administrators,
teachers and principals of school committee from 99 schools. A questionnaire with five
rating scales consisting of 3 parts was used for collecting data. Percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearsons’product moment correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple regression
were applied for analyzing the data.

The research results were as follows:

1. The leadership behavior of school administrators was at a high level as a
whole, considering in sub-factors; the communicating and coordinating were at a moderate
level.

2. The academic administration of schools was ata high level asa whole and all
sub-factors were at a high level.

3. The leadership behavior of school administrators and the academic
administration of schools were a positive relationship with the statistical significant at .01
level.

4. The leadership behavior of school administrators effecting academic
administration of schools was human relationship and activity relationship. The sub-factors of
leadership behavior effecting academic administration of schools were trusty, policy

perception, coordinating and good relationship.
