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This research aims to study the origin of the styles and technical making of window
of the ordination hall and vihara in the Ayudhaya period. The other objective is to analyze why
the styling of window of the ordination hall and vihara in the Ayudhaya period has become
unpopular.

The conclusion of this research are stated below ;

To let the light into buildings, such buildings as ordination hall and vihara are needed
to be opened. Therefore, the opening in the window has been made, including bars of balustrade
or wide-opened panel.

In' the early period of Ayudhaya, the opening in the ' window had been made’ in the
style of bars of balustrade because it was required to share equally in bearing the weight of the
wall. In case of less skilled craftsman, the window could not be made to wide-opened panel.

Later, the styling of window was developed more decorated.
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
