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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to analyze the world view of Lanna people which appeared in the
novels written by Maalaa Khamjan. His seven novels were chosen as samples including, Aye
Khom, Jao Jan Phom Horm, Niras Prathart In Khwaen, Dong Khon Dib, Muang Lab Lae, Tai La
Fa Lang, Dab Auparach, and Soi Sukhonta. The analysis of the world view in these novels took
into account the characters, settings, the dialogues, and the author’s attitude. The researcher
analyszed the world views in 4 demensions, namely, ruling the world view which include the
world view of the religious belief, the world view of the rule, the world view of the culture and
the tradition, and the world view of the disciplines and teaching.

The results of this research found that regarding to the world view of the religious
belief, Lanna people believed in vice, virtue, merit, evil, ghost and devil, magic spell, fortune,
heaven and hell, and supernatural. Moreover, Lanna people liked to go to the temples, to do merit,
and to listen to a sermon, which were considered the strengths of the good Lanna society.

According to the world view of ruling rule, Lanna people paid respect to the rulers who
were believed to be the owners of their lives and could give them the good things and the bad
things. The rule pattern was that the masters rule servants. Additionally, there was the law
imposing penalty for culprit by directing and controlling the people to behave complies with the

rule.



In relation to the world view of the culture and the tradition, Lanna people had simple
ways of life including making a living, building a house, being a family, and helping each others
to arrange religious ceremonies. Moreover, they persisted in culture and tradition; to be ordained
before marriage and to be in love, for instance.

Regarding the world view of the directing and teaching, Lanna people put one’s faith
in practicing the five precepts for keep doing just good things and follow the teaching of their
forefathers. Some examples of their teaching which were given by their senior relatives, fathers
and mother to son and daughter or ones who belong to the same family were how to choose a

couple, how to speak, and how to recollect their ancestry.
