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The purpose of this research is to study of the concept and form of the
Chinese auspic;ious symbolic pictures in artistic works in the reign of King Rama III.
The study emphasizes the group of decorative art and mural paintings from Wat
Nangchee, Wat Nakklang, Wat Nangnong and Wat Phakineenat.

The result of the study can suggest that :

1. Concept and inspiration of the auspicious symbolic pictures could be found
from the past, on China ware that was painted in concept of Chinese auspicious
symbolic pictures.

2. Concept of the auspicious symbolic pictures were found obviously in the
reign of King Rama III. The reasons leading to the appearance of this style are ; Thai
elites’ fondness for Chinese Art, King Rama IIl favored the Chinese Art remarkably ,
the role and influence of Chinese people in Thai society.

3. Chinese people such as merchants, officers and Chinese artisans associated
socially between Thai and Chinese in both culture.

4. This form and inspiration also found in the reign of King Rama IV

and was faded when the influence of Western Art was widespread in Thailand.
