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ABSTRACT
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The purpose of this study was to analyze and identify the factors affecting
resilience in children who are able to overcome life adversities without parental or
familial support through the use of the psychological theory of resilience and
protective factors as the theoretical framework. The data for this qualitative study
comes from the character Kamphol Changsamran (Mwa ‘ﬁwﬁﬁﬁy), and the
surrounding context in the novel Changsamran.

The results of the analysis found that such factors as social supports,
perceived self-efficacy, and life-coping skills were protective factors which affected
resilience in the protagonist, Kamphol Changsamran, which helped him overcome and

get through life adversities with the absence of parental support. It also showed that

the three main protective factors can happen through the support of his peers, the
community and the protagonist himself.

The study demonstrates that the peers, the community and the child’s
inherent potential play an important role in support of the child, who has a broken
family and is abandoned. These factors enable him to live his life, and to overcome
the adversities that life may present. Having caring peers helps create a sense of
warmth and of being loved. Living in the community where the neighbors and the
community are interdependent also influences the child to perceive a sense of
belonging and to feel that he is not alone. In addition, the potential inherence in the
child himself, such as problem-coping skills and positive beliefs can encourage the
child to confront problems and to cope with them in a creative way. Therefore, these
are crucial factors that help the child to overcome life’s adversities despite his lacking

of parental or familial support.
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
