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The objectives of this research are to explore factors leading to parents taking the roles to
monitor their children’s internet use and to make recommendations to assist parents in monitoring
their children’s internet use. The methods used are both quantitative and qualitative. The
guantitative research involves interview of 500 youths at “To Be Number One Friend Corner” in
Bangkok metropolitan area and the qualitative research comprises in-depth interview of 20

parents.

The finding from Simple Regression Analysis is that the independent variables pertaining to
parents at 0.05 significance level are age, education attainment, occupation, either parent's
knowledge of, attitudes about internet and the actual internet use, the positive relationship between
either parents to the children and the realization about the importance of their monitoring roles.
Using Multiple Regression Analysis, the independent variables found significant at 0.05 statistic at
level reduce from eight to four variables, namely, age, internet use, the positive relationship
between either parents to the children and the realization. The four factors can explain 31.4
percent of the variation in the dependent variable. The Stepwise Regression Analysis also confirms
this finding and demonstrates that the factor that could best explain the dependent variable is the

parental realization of their monitoring roles.

In-depth interviews reveal that all the fathers realize that they have pivotal roles in
monitoring their children’s internet use and actually take steps to monitor it. However, only a few

mothers have the same realization and the monitoring behaviors.
