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The purposes of this descriptive study were to estimate the prevalence of depression,
to determine the related factors of depression among juvenile delinquents and non
delinquents in Ubon Ratchathani province. The samples consisted of 180 juvenile delinguents
from the government department of probation and 338 juvenile non-delinquents from public
high school in Ubon Ratchathani province. The instrument was a set of questionnaires
consisting of 3 parts: demographic questionnaire, self-esteem family connectedness and life
satisfaction questionnaires and The Center for Epidemiologic Studies - Depression Scale
(CES-D). Data was analyzed by SPSS for windows, Statistic utilized were mean, percentage.
standard deviation and chi-square test.

The results were as follow:

1) The prevalence of depression among juvenile delinquent was 23.3 percents and
13.6 percents of juvenile non-delinquent.

2) Factors related to depression of juvenile delinquent were father's occupation, seif-
esteem, family connectedness and life satisfaction (p< 0.05). Education, parent relationship,
person with whom the juvenile stay, housing, the adequacy of daily expense, self-esteem,
family connectedness and life satisfaction were inversely related to depression of juvenile
non-delinquent (p< 0.05).

The result showed that self-esteem, family connectedness and life satisfaction were
the most factors influencing juvenile depression. Therefore the promotion of self-esteem,
family connectedness and life satisfaction for children should be enhance mental health and

reduce depression problem in the future.
