ABSTRACT 206390

The objective of this analytical research was to study factors related to
participation of health personnel in Health Centers to Food Safety in Petchchaburi
Province. The study population was all health personnel of health centers in
Petchaburi Province. Data were collected by using questionnaires with their reliability
coefficients of 0.92. Statistics for data analysis consisted of mean, standard deviation,
percentage, Chi — Square test and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The study results were (1) the knowledge, motivation and participation of

health personnel in health centers were at a moderate level; (2) the respondents’
attitude was positive toward food safety programme implementation; and (3)
personnel characteristics as gender, age, education, position, work time, training
receiving, receiving of information and knowledge about food safety programme
implementation had no relation with participation of health personnel in food safety
programme implementation, while attitude and motivation were found to be positively
related to participation of food safety programme implementation at statistical
significant level of 0.01; (4) The problems and obstacles that pointed by the health
personnel in health centers were a small number of health personnel in health centers,
the various job responsibilities, and lack of supporting from Local Administrative
Organizations. :

Recommendations from this research were (1) attitude and motivation
should be enriched in food safety programme implementation; and (2) the agencies
upper than a health center should coordinate the implementation and make a roles
clear to concerned agencies and personnel.
