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This research’s objective is to conduct studies on factors — demographic,
persbhal and self-perception — that can influence Srinakharinviroj students’ decision-
making to continue their education in the master degree level.

This research, related to what factors that were likely to influence their decision
to continue their education in the master degree level, has making use 400
Srinakharinviroj University students as the study population samplings. Of this number,
204 were from the Science and Technology Faculty and 196 from the Humanity and .

Social Sciences Faculty. The study tool was a set of questionnaires.

The Researqh’s Main Results were:

Of the samplings, 39.8% were male students and another 60.3% were female.
40.8% resided in Bangkok and another 59.2% lived in provinces. Their majority or 62.0%
had 2.00-2.99 as their upper education GPA while 33.3% had 3.00 and up and 4.7%
had 1.00-1.99 which was the least. At present their majority or 52.0% héd as their GPA
2.00-2.99 while 41.8% had 3.00 and up and 6.2% have 1.00-1.99 which was the least.

In terms of the samplings’ decision to continue their study, their majority of
71.0% decided to continue and 29.0% decided not to continue. As for those deciding to
continue, their majority or 29.92% wanted to continue in the administration while 13.39%
in social sciences and 11.97% in economjcs. Of the sampling groups, their majority or
39.4 wanted to continue their study in Chulalongkorn University while 26.5% in Sri
Srinakharinviroj Universtiy and 16.8% in Thammasat University.

‘ In terms of employments most wanted by those studying master degrees, 40.1%

‘wanted to run own business, 30.4% wanted to enter civil services and 25.4% wanted to
| be employed in private companies. In terms of the advanced education, 40.5% wanted
to continue their education in the doctorate degree level while 35.6% did not and
another 23.9% did not make up their mind yet if they should or should not.

For those who did not want to continue their education in the masterldegree

level, the reasons given were as follows: 46.5% wanted to make a living and 41.4% did
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not have sufficient financial support for their education. Besides, getting fed up with the
study, no parents' actual support their education, having fun with the current
employment and no feco_gnition of a higher education were more or’le‘ss close to one
another as can be seen BV their related percentages: 4.3%, 2.6%, 1.7% and 0.9%,
respectively. ,

The results of the test of the study hypothesis were: 7 points support the
hypothesis and 7 points do not. The details were as follows: |
Factors related to the university students’ decision to continue in the master

and income levels, »

2. Personal factors: attitudes towards persons participating in the decision-
making

3. Self-perception factors: self-development.
