The purpose of this research was to compare the reading achievement and
English learning interest using the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA)) and the Normal
Approach of 80 matayomsuksa 3 students, Bansamrong (Kuruprachasamakee) School,
Samrong District, under Ubon Racha Tani Educational Service Area Office 4, Ubon
Racha Tani Province.

The instruments used were the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) lesson plan,
the Normal Approach lesson plan, the English reading achievement evaluation form,
and the interest questionnaire form. The experiment lasted for 16 hours. The data was
statistically analyzed through the mean (} ).the standard deviation( S.D.), and t — test.

The findings showed that

1. the English reading achievement of each text of the students before and after
teaching using the Murdoch Integrated Approach was different at .01 level of statistical
significance and so was the Normal Approach. The average scores of the students’
readability overall after teaching using both methods were different from the ones
before teaching.

2. the English reading achievement of each text of the students using the
Murdoch Integrated Approach was different from the Normal Approach at .01 level of
statistical significance.

3. Students’ interest in studying English using the Murdoch Integrated Approach
was rated at a high level (Y= 3.62) and ( S.D.= 0.93); and students’ interest in
studying English using the Normal Approach was rated at a moderate level (?= 3.08)
and ( S.D.= 0.91).
