The purposes of this research were to 1) study the efficiency of the Total
Physical Response lesson plans, 2) study the progress in English learning using the
Total Physical Response method, 3) compare the learning achievement before and after
using the TPR teaching method, and 4) compare the attitude toward English learning
before and after using the TPR teaching method. The sample group was 36
mathayomsuksa 1 students, Ban Khokcharoen School, Takhli District, Nakhon Sawan
Education Service Area Office 3 in the first semester of the 2005 academic year. The
pre-experimental single group pretest-posttest research design and collecting of
qualitative data were utilized in the study.

The findings showed that

1. The efficiency of each lesson plan of the TPR teaching method accorded
with the criteria set, 70: 70

2. The progress in English learning in five out of six cases was 15% higher
than the standard criteria; it was also 15% higher than the standard criteria overall.

3. The comparative scores between pretest and posttest of each topic and
overall differed at .05 level of statistical significance.

4. The students’ attitude scores when compared between pretest and
posttest differed at .05 level of statistical significance.

5. The results of the analysis of the quantitative data were in line with the

results of the analysis of the qualitative data.
