ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study are as follows:

1. To study the process of the standard of punishment or sentencing
guidelines as a tool in hearing and rendering judgement of the judge.

2. To study the influence of the standard of punishment in hearing and
rendering judgement

3. To study the attitude of the judge, the prosecution, the inspectors and
lawyers towards the standard of punishment.

The samplings of study are the judge, the prosecution, the inspectors and
lawyers mostly male aged between 31 — 40 with bachelor’s degree of 6 -10
years work experience. .

From the questionnaires gathered, the analysis of the study is as follows.

1. The study of the process of the standard of punishment or sentencing
guidelines as a tool in hearing and rendering judgement, most of the samplings
agree with the standard of punishment concluded from the meeting on specific
accusation. The standard of punishment should be counted on in every hearing
but it should not be used in every case. If there is any judgement not counted
on the standard of judgement, it should be consulted with the superior.

2. The study of the influence of the standard of punishment in hearing
and rendering judgement, most of the samplings agree that the standard of
punishment has a strong influence in hearing and rendering judgement, As the
discretion of the the judge is important, it may be biased against the accused
as well. The importance of the standard of punishment is that any judgement
can be standardized.

3. The study of the attitude of the judge, the prosecution, the inspectors
and lawyers towards the standard of punishment, most of the samplings agree
that the standard of punishment has an impact to the independence of the
judge. While it shows that itis a positive impact for the parties to attain more
fairness, it is encouraged to have the standard of punishment.
