The research aims to study the decoration design of Phranom Phra boats, which are floats
decorated in coiorﬁﬂ Thai design of floats made to carry the Buddha image, shown on Chunk Pra
festival, an important custom in southern Thailand, in 2006 in Surat Thani. The data was collected
by choosing the patterns of decoration design from the real information on the boats. The data
collected was analyzed to describe the decoration design, materials, techniques, and artists’ skills.

The results were found that most of the decoration designs shown on fifteen Phranom Pra
boats have got the influence on Thai traditional art graphic design such as Lai Kanok, Lai
Krajang, Lai Nakradan, and others, which Thai artists used them to decorate Buddhist places and
Thai architecture by painting, drawing, and carving techniques. These kinds of decoration were
consisted of materials found in local areas and been available in the city. The local artists and
others have used these materials mixing together to design and decorate the boats by heart and

belief in Buddhism absolutely.
