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The purposes of this research were 1) to study the development of the
English reading ability in English Reading for General Purposes Course (1551126) through
the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) for the first year students of Suan Dusit
University. 2) to compare English learning achievement of the students using the
Murdoch integrated approach and the Traditional Approach. 3) to examine the
attitudes of the first year students of Suan Dusit University towards learning and teaching
English Reading for General Purposes Course through the Murdoch integrated approach
and the Traditional Approach. The research sample were the English major students, 61
first year students of Suan Dusit University who registered English Reading for General
Purposes Course (1551126) in the first semester of academic year 2014 by purposive
selection. 1) Experimental group, Section Al, 31 students were taught through the
Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA)  2) Control group, Section B1, 30 students were
taught through the Traditional Approach. The research instruments were 1) a Pre-
reading test and a Post-reading test, each comprising 60 test items for comparison. 2) an
achievement test, objective test each item having 4 choices, 60 test items for
comparison English reading ability through the Murdoch integrated approach and the
Traditional Approach. 3) the attitude questionnaire to examine learners of English

and the Traditional Approach. The data were statistically analyzed though the mean,
the standard deviation by using Statistical Package, t-test for dependent samples and

t-test for independent samples

The findings of this research were as following :

1. The analysis the Post test results of Section Al students (experimental group)
after learning English Reading for General Purposes Course with the Murdoch Integrated
Approach (MIA) was higher with a statistically significant at level .05 than the Pre test.

2. The analysis the Post test results of Section B1 students (Control group) after
learning English Reading for General Purposes Course with the Traditional Approach was
lower than the Pre test and no statistically significant.

3. The comparison analysis the Post test results of Section Al students
(experimental group) after learning English Reading for General Purposes Course through
the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) was higher with a statistically significant at level
.05 than Section B1 students (Control group) which learned through the Traditional
Approach .

4. The comparison analysis the achievement test results of Section Al students
(experimental group) after learning the English Reading for General Purposes Course with
the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) had a higher statistically significant at level .05
than Section B1 students (Control group) which were learning with the Traditional
Approach .

5. The comparison analysis of mean attitudes questionnaire of Section Al
students (experimental group) after learning English Reading for General Purposes Course
with the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) (at high level, mean =3.82 ,SD =0.35) was
higher at 2.41 percent than Section B1 students (Control group) which learned with the
Traditional Approach (at high level, mean =3.73 ,SD =0.40 )
