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The research aimed to develop the training curriculum relating to the topic
“religious rites” for Prathomsuksa six students, Nongkhae District, Saraburi Province.
The development was divided into 4 parts: 1) studying the basic data, 2) curriculum
development, 3) curriculum tryout, and 4) curriculum assessment and improvement. The
samples, obtained by purposive sampling consisted of 30 Prathomsuksa 6 students in
the first semester of 2006 academic year from 10 schools: Hin Khong School
(Pibconanusorn), Ban-nong-jig school (Khao Thai Jamkud Songkro), Wat
Huaythonglang School, Wat Huaykamin School, Wat Sanmakaboknoisamakee School,
Wat Banpai School, Wat Bualoy School (Samakkeesongkro), Wat Banlad School,
Anubanwitchakorn School, and Wat Rongsang School (Koonphaisanvittaya). The
research instruments were an interview form, a set of questionnaire, an observation
achievement test, and a students’ attitude test toward the training curriculum The data
was analyzed to calculate percentage (%), mean (i ), standard deviation (S.D.),
independent t-test, and content analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. regarding the basic data results, it was the policy of authorities to have
communities and society participate in learning management, promote religion, arts,
natural culture, sports, local wisdom, Thai wisdom; however, the students and people
involved the training curriculum development relating to the topic “religious rites” agreed
to the curriculum development on the aspect of learning activity management and it

should be in practice. The students also needed learning and training relating to the

- topic “religious rites”.

2. the curriculum development yielded “the training curriculum relating to the
topic ‘religious rites’ for Prathomsuksa 6 students of Nongkhae District, Saraburi
Province” which comprised introduction, rationale, objective, content, learning activities,
instructional media, measurement and assessment, and 4 learning lesson plans. The
experts evaluated the curriculum and deemed that it was appropriate.

3. in regards to the curriculum tryout, the students were interested and paid
attention to what they are learning leading to understanding and enjoying the activities
they participated and they could cooperate well while doing activities.

4. with regards to the result of assessment and improvement, the students’
post-test learning achievement was higher than that of the pre-test at a level of .05
significance. In the aspect of group and individual performance skills overall, it was
rated at a high level and with appropriateness. Regarding the opinion toward the

curriculum, each aspect was appropriate at a high level; for the curriculum improvement

. the time was adjusted to suit the activities of the learning management plan.
