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ABSTRACT
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The research aimed to develop the curriculum of social studies, religion, and
culture learning substance group as it related to “Meditation” for Mathayomsuksa 3
students of Thaiphikul School (Samnak-ngarnsalakkinbangsongkro 68th), Saraburi
Province. The curriculum development was divided into 4 steps: 1) basic data studying,
2) curriculum development, 3) curriculum tryout, 4) curriculum evaluation and
improvement. The sample group was 30 Mathayomsuksa 3 students of Thaiphikul
School. The instrument used consisted of 1) an interview form 2) a questionnaire 3) a
test and 4) a practice skill observation form. The data was analyzed to calculate
percentage, content analysis, mean ( i), standard deviation (S.D.) and dependent t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. the basic data studying resuits: it was the policy of authorities to have
communities of all society participate in management, i.e. all activities, all issues by
providing learning in the communities according to the problem condition, local needs,
student needs, and promoting to design the curriculum to meet the community context,
society and their wisdom which would lead to good developmental process of society,
communities and locals. The students and others involved needed to develop the
curriculum as it related to “Meditation” as its contents connecting with Buddhism in the
school curriculum. They studied and practiced which accorded with the principles of
good Buddhists.

2. the curriculum development yielded the curriculum components which
consisted of curriculum components which consisted of importance, vision, student

qualification, substance, learning standard, grade level learning standard, yearly

expected learning, learning course description, learning and teaching guideline,
instructional media, measurement and evaluation. The result of curriculum component
assessment found its target, i.e. appropriateness.

3. the results of curriculum tryout: the researcher implemented curriculum
with Mathayomsuksa 3 students of Thaiphilkul School by teaching according to the
learning management plan set, both theory and practice.

4. the resuit of curriculum development: the score achieved posttest relating
to the topic “Meditation” was higher than that pre-test significantly at a level of .05. The
students had positive attitude toward the curriculum. The curriculum content was
appropriate; however, the time for each learning management should be added, flexible

and appropriate.
