This research aims to 1) develop the local conservation curriculum relating to
the topic local vegetables for second level-primary education students in the schools
under the Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3, 2) compare their before and
after learning achievement through the local conservation curriculum on local
vegetables, 3) study activity skill through the local conversation curriculum on local
vegetables of the students in the schools under Suphan Buri Educational Service Area
Office 3, and 4) study the students’ attitudes towards the curriculum. The samples
selected by a purposive sampling technique were 32 students in the second level-
primary education grade 4-6 of Ban Lamsakae School during the second semester of
the 2006 academic year. The data was statistically analyzed to calculate mean (2),
standard deviation (S.D.), and  t-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the curriculum development was processed through 7 steps, namely
1) study and analyze general information, 2) set goals, 3) select content, 4) arrange the
content, 5) select the learning-teaching experience, 6) learning and teaching experience
arrangement 7) evaluation. The components of the draft curriculum  yielded:
1) curriculum principles 2) goals 3) curriculum structure 4) course time management,
8) measurement and evaluation.

2. the students’ learning achievement score after studying the curriculum was
higher than those before studying at a statistically significant level of .01.

3. the students’ activity skill level as evaluated by themselves and their

teacher was at a high level.

4. the students’ attitudes towards the curriculum were mostly favorable .
5. the curriculum improvement emphasized concrete activities that can be
implemented in real life. The content can be applied to the students’ daily lives and

accorded with the king’s idea of “sufficiency economy”.
