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The objectives of this research were to (1) develop the standard for teaching and
learning English for the schools with the Student English Access Room (SEAR) under
the Office of the Basic Education Commission, and (2) verify the standard for teaching
and learning English for the schools with the Student English Access Room (SEAR)
under the Office of the Basic Education Commission.

The key informants for this study consisted of (1) a group of 20 experts on
teaching and learning English or on educational quality assurance, (2) a group of 240
English specialists in 80 schools with the Student English Access Room (SEAR) under
the Office of the Basic Education Commission, and (3) a group of 20 informants from
20 schools with the Student English Access Room (SEAR). All groups were selected
with the purposive sampling method. Data were collected through rating scale
questionnaires and a behavior rating scale assessment form. The statistics employed
were the median, interquartile rank, mean, standard deviation, and the sign test. -

It was found that the standard for teaching and learning English for the schools
with the Student English Access Room (SEAR) under the Office of the Basic Education
Cominission included 3 component standards comprising 43 indicators; (1) the Input
standard comprising 14 indicators, (2) the Process standard comprising 21 indicators,
and (3) the Product standard comprising 8 indicators. In addition, the results of the
verification for the quality of the standard using known group technique showed that it
could significantly discriminate known groups of schools as indicated by the assessment
scores of the high quality group being significantly different from those of the low
quality group at the .05 level.
