Nonetheless, India is relatively diverse in a variety of dimensions starting from aspect
of economy, security until the facet of social and cultural. This brings about the lack
of deepness and thoroughness in regard with the investigation of opportunity in trade
and investment in every criteria of India. Consequently, this report will attempt to
penetrate through the gateway of trade and investment in India not only the overall
characteristic but also the particular state ones.

We emphasize on both numerous reliable secondary sources
of data and primary data gathered from the survey of route, markets within State of Uttar
Pradesh and nearby territories Delhi, Bihar State and Rajasthan State. Furthermore, we
conduct brain-storming procedure and in-depth interview with scholars, businessmen,
investors either Indian or Thai ones. This empirical research will shed some light on the
opportunity of international trade and investment under the free trade agreement of
FTA in brief between India and Thailand together with FTA between India and ASEAN,
mainly examining State of Uttar Pradesh in several frameworks, for instance, Indian
policies or schemes, stability, economy, trade, investment and social & cultural issues

In addition, India’s
policy emphasizes on the economics connectivity and expansion with Southeast Asian
countries or it can be regarded as “Look(Act) East Policy” which conforms to Thailand’s
policy regarding the focus on west neighboring countries such as Myanmar, India, and
Bangladesh. What’s more, the rigid linkage in social and cultural facets and the relative-like
relationship of Thai-India businessmen or entrepreneurs running enterprises in Thailand
are all essential factors in affirming the existence opportunities of trade and investment
by Thai firms and individuals in India nation. All in all, we are able to summarize the issues
of trade and investment as seen following.

7.1 Strengths and Opportunities in trade and investment with India

1) Indian people are capable of using English language

Based on the field survey, even in impoverished people or harsh area most of
Indians can communicate in English potentially. Although low class group of Indians is
not illiterate in this language they to some extent can speak and understand it especially
a group inhabiting in the urban zone. Undoubtedly, middle and upper classes Indian can
use English fluently which in turn brings about the wide-opened opportunities for Indians
in merchandizing, investing, or even entering to multinational firms. Additionally, Thai
enterprises are able to hire these sorts of Indians to instruct English language for Thais owing
to affordable wage of them. At present, these new blood Indians are able to speak English
in three differing accents- Indian, British, and American- which helps curb the concern on
rapidly-speaking practice of former generation Indians.

2) Enormous size of Indian market and high economic growth

Even if there are problems in regard with poverty, income distribution, and instability
in India (which will be mentioned later on in the challenge section) Indian market is still
appealing due to its colossal size and rapid pace of expansion obviously in middle-income
people approximately 350 million which outnumber those of European Union or even the
US. Hence, the product positioning and the distribution channels in India are unquestionably
crucial. If one consider thoroughly in some goods which are able to penetrate the market
along with unique points in price competiveness and perfect matching with Indian taste,
he may realize the business opportunities awaited.
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3) More liberalization in trade and investment policies

As stated earlier that India has opened its border to trade for a while, at present
India also sign and legally enforce plenty of free trade agreements. The competitiveness
among local governments of each state in order to obtain funding commitment for their
own areas in line with the central government policy stressing on the cooperation in trade
and investment topics with Southeast Asian nations regarded as “Act East Policy” by
Narendra Modli, Prime Minister of India are all contributable to brand-new trade&investment
opportunities of Thai entrepreneurs. Nonetheless, few things they should bear in mind prior
to entering to India is that they have to find trustworthy local business partners and it is
far better to beware of law and related regulations in India. Put differently, they generally
ought to hire lawyers or attorneys and accountants who are Indian and understand these
sensitive issues well.

4. The relatively small size of agricultural and industrial sectors in India

Comparing between the amounts of entrepreneur with the market scale clarifies
the fact that the domestic production capacities in both agricultural and industrial sectors
have to face up with quantitative constraints. In addition, Indian peasants are lacking of
cultivation technologies and those for after harvesting, signifying that Thai entrepreneurs
can step in to fulfill this shortage in techniques. Thais need to take into account the
characteristics of local entrepreneurs in India which in general are diverse, scattered, and
stand-alone. They do not collectively produce these ranges of product, so Thais’ entry
would be beneficial if it can initiate the connectivity and network among Indian individuals.
They may learn from the pioneers such as Japanese and South Korean investors who settle
down on some specific areas which would be wiser since Thais can avoid the insufficiency
of infrastructure problem likely to arise otherwise not to follow the path. Thais can take
advantage of small and dexterous features of their own enterprises together with more
homogenous of social and cultural perspectives.

5) Other service sectors

Accounting for 67 percent of values emanated from service sector in India is
attributable to telecommunication and financial sectors, implying that other sorts of
service such as tourism, medical care, and so on are still minute in India. In the same vein,
the restrictions of Indians regarding social and cultural issues on the ground of division of
workforce in line with complexion system based on Brahmanism do not permit Indians to
work in numerous types of service career. Consequently, Thais who remark these disparities
are able to access these markets especially who are more skillful and have a sense of
service-mind.

6) The population structure which has a large portion of young labor force

India has a high birth rate which is projected that in 2040 India will become a
country which has the largest number of population and the average age of workforce is
not steep as well. These underlying facts and projections make India more appealing as



a source of abundant labors in the future. Thailand which gears toward an aging society
and lower number of population ought to take into the consideration of broadening out
the labor-intensive industries to India in the forthcoming years.

7.2 Problems and Obstacles found regarding trade and investment in India

India has developed the provision of laws and regulations in trade and investment,
including the support from Indian Embassy for interested people. Indian Embassy also
helps ease the trade negotiation processes and receives feedbacks from those who make
complaints. Even so, there is some other hindrances worth to scrutinize as seen below.

1) The infrastructures do not meet the standard which requires more
advancement.

Travelling by car is tough and time-consuming whereas the plane costs a high
expense that’s why the distribution of products into each zone is not easy. There are
only large-scaled firms that can invest heavily on infrastructures, but they will not provide
services to other counterparts. Even if Indian government did invest significantly and
acquired funding from external sources such as Japanese government, World Bank, ADB,
and so forth most of projects are relevant to roads, rail system and industry clusters.
The endeavor in connecting industrial city and port city via a variety of projects such as
Golden Quadrilateral (GQ) road, India-Myanmar-Thailand Trilateral Highway, etc. seems not
to function effectively since they cannot solve the stand-alone local enterprises problem
and adjust them to the same supply chain. At the same time, several areas in India lag
of rudimentary infrastructures such as electricity, waterwork, irrigation system, and so on.
Definitely, complicated infrastructures such as waste management system, wastewater
treatment plant are not available in the present time even in the big industrial industries
located in various areas. Likewise, the financial institution does not offer every type of
financial service for customers. Accordingly, choosing appropriate target zone or state in
order to invest is undoubtedly essential.

2) Indian economy is not stable although it has attempted to accelerate the
procedures of liberalization to the global economy since the late 1980s which can be
regarded as “Look East Policy”. At present, this policy has been renamed to “Act East
Policy” in line with “South-South Cooperation”. Even if these implementations lead Indian
economy to expand incessantly the income distribution within the country is not well-
managed. Around 950 million people or 75 percent of total are still impoverished that
have revenues below 20 rupee per day or roughly 10 baht per day. This circumstance
tends to worsen year after year.

3) India lags a concrete policy either from government or private sides to combat
with a variety of problems lasting from poverty, income distribution, increment of population,
economics stability, and so forth. This will cause long-term risks in trade and investment
thereafter.
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4) The political situation in India is unstable. Not only there are conflicts at the
border regarding overlapping areas among Pakistan, Bangladesh, and China, but also the
internal political circumstance unsteadiness. Overall, the central government has a role
in the national defense and foreign affairs while in the state level, a chief minister acts as
a highest ranking governor who design and implement policies independently regardless
of command from the central unit. Thereby, the conflict between state is likely to occur
owing to dissonance of policies especially conflict stemmed from the competition for
pulling in the external source of funding. Occasionally, trade agreements which the central
authorities has been signed and inured do not become effective when applied to the local
area. Howbeit, in this study our team considers that the state which Thai entrepreneurs
should take into account as an initiated location in running a business is Uttar Pradesh
(mentioned later on).

5) The tax rate is steep, multifaceted, and unreliable which brings about the tax
avoidance practice in the black market performed by a lot of Indian people.

6) The corruption problem is prevalent in India which leads to the high cost of
doing business. Even though in many states the ministers have tried to subdue intensely
via concrete measures and clean practice of chief executives the corruption problem is
still widespread in regard with bribery from procurement or auction. Illegal tribute or levy
shrinks in number, but the policy corruption rises markedly and systemically.

7) The trade regulations regarding the import of goods are complex. The shipment
across each custom is time-consuming which in turn causes the new pattern of shipment
named “Ant Army” to address this problem. Multinational corporations which produce
commodity goods such as Colgate and Nestle’ are odds-on in numerous aspects, for
example, technology, funding, professional management, and distribution channels. Thai
products are unlikely to compete with them due to the fact that these MNEs do not
distribute goods and services of other competitors.

8) Indian government has long prevented domestic industries via infant industry
scheme even if nowadays it is more exposed to liberalization in trade and investment.
Nevertheless, the penetration to Indian market is not an effortless practice in association
with a high tariff rate emanated from its aim to protect domestic firms. Thus, foreign goods
cannot contest against domestically-produced ones.

9) The distribution of goods in India is not facile because a retail sale is conducted
by a large number of merchandisers in the local areas. These retailers do purchase goods
from a wholesale market in a conventional fashion. Therefore, access to the retail market
and marketing goods are difficult to accomplish in the short term.

10) The unfairness and inequality in education are severe in India. Although a lot
of Indian people are well-educated, but they are in general middle-class and prosperous
kinds, accounting for only 25 percent of total population. The poor about 75 percent
cannot access to the fundamental education which causes the vicious poverty cycle to be



evolved continuously without cessation. In addition, the complexion system exacerbates
this problem more or less. There is also a problem taken place among the former two
groups of people which can be stated as “Brain-drain” problem.

11) The insufficiency of energy either in the structure or the source is all the
major problems the government has to confront with. Several disputes between India and
neighboring countries are often relevant to abundantly-found energy zones. India then has
an escalating role in South China Sea dispute and in Andaman Sea together with Indian
ocean as well.

7.3 The potential businesses in India

1) Tourism and related industries: In case of Thai investors, they may consider
religious or sacred sites, historical sites mostly found in Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Cashmere,
and so on. These destinations are all interesting for lodging and restaurant investments.
Additionally, Thais are able to invite Indian investors to become business partners, investing
in Thailand, for there are so many Indian tourists entering to Thailand, accounting for
around one million.

2) Agricultural sector: The lack of production capability, machinery, and harvesting
technology are all attributable to high rate of deteriorated or damaged crops.

3) Marriage service: Due to the fact that there are a lot of millionaires and billionaires
in India and they would like to get married in Thailand owing to plentiful facilities. There
are four and five stars hotel available for them and the cost of setting up a ceremony is
much lower in Thailand. In addition, Indians can also travel and opt to do various activities
such as shopping, golfing, etc.

4) Clothing and children utensils: Upper market demands a large amount of these
products and entrepreneurs ought not to compete in the lower market owing to acute
price competition.

5) Processed food: Starches such as noodle, instant noodle are sold successfully
in eight northeast states. Thai entrepreneurs are recommended to find Indian partners so
as to distribute goods. Furthermore, within the year 2016 India-Myanmar-Trilateral Highway
will be opened, so the shipment and transportation are more convenient and the cost of
these activities will diminish.

6) Construction Business: It is a potential business especially accommodation
which is expected to provide higher revenue vis-a-vis investing in Thailand.

7.4 The opportunities of trade and investment in Uttar Pradesh state

1) There is the highest number of population residing in Uttar Pradesh. According
to the 2011 census, there were 199,581,477 people living in this state and 28 percent of
this figure lived in the urbanised metro cities whereas a one-third of population lived in
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the west part of this state that is next to Delhi and can be stated as a metropolitan area
of the capital city of India.

2) Uttar Pradesh is the fifth largest state in India, accounting for 243,286 square
kilometers. Its weather conditions and soil fertility are geologically-fitted in running an
agro-industry. This state also has an ample amount of labor force. It is vivid that Thai
entrepreneurs are experts and have a modern cultivating technology and that for after
harvesting as well, standing on the front line of the world. Accessibility to the export
market in many parts of the world is also another advantage that Thais have. In addition,
Uttar Pradesh has a large number of work forces with low wage together with rich and
fruitful conditions of soil and mineral proper for the cultivation, agro-industry sector such
as agricultural machinery, fertilizer, chemical product, and so forth, including processed
food industry. Hence, Thai entrepreneurs can take advantage of their strength points in
order to enter the market.

3) Uttar Pradesh is the most influential state in the political climate at present
owing to its highest number of representatives in the parliament or 31 out of 245 seats
in Rajya Sabha or Council of States equivalent to the US council. Also, there are 80 out
of 545 seats in Lok Sabha or House of the People similar to House of the Representative
appeared in the US. Consequently, this state is one of the most developed areas in India,
acquiring a large scale of government project. Likewise, the policy of central government
charitable to this state is also sustainably enhanced.

4) The economic growth prospect of this state is remarkable and stable over
time. It can alter the circumstance from among the poorest state in India to one of the
prosperous states in India, attracting a large amount of foreign direct investment. In 2014,
the GDP of Uttar Pradesh exhibited the second largest figure among other states in India,
representing 8,902 billion rupees (India’s GDP accounts for 104,728 billion rupees). This high
rate of growth not only attracts investors from all over the world, but also is appealing to
Indian investors which have rigorous financial and business status. These Indian businessmen
may, to some extent, opt for Uttar Pradesh as a production base and distribution center
for North territory of the country.

5) Uttar Pradesh has a diversity in various dimensions both geopolitics and
economy. Its west zone is next to Delhi or the capital city of India that causes various
advanced districts and urbanization to expand to Uttar Pradesh such as Noida, Ghaziabad
etc. While in the east area of state is fruitful in soil conditions and suitable amount of water
available for agriculture. Thereby, for those Thai entrepreneurs who would like to invest
in India especially in this state, skilled and low-waged labors are the main attractive factor
for them. However, choosing the appropriate area for each industry is also essential. To
be more precise, the modern industry and related production should be located in the
west area of this state whereas the processed agricultural food and food industries ought
to be placed in the east or south area of the state. Lastly, natural resources industry such
as mining should opt to settle in the North area of the state.



6) Uttar Pradesh has a city named “Kanpur” as a center of human resource
development since it is where Indian Institute of Technology located or the best
technological campus of the country. Additionally, Varanasi is the historically invaluable
city which has rich cultural knowledge due to the fact that Varanasi university is located
there and it is regarded as the best campus for those who would like to study in sociology,
anthropology, and linguistics.

7) Uttar Pradesh is the center of transportation system either roads or rails. It is
also the vantage point of transportation and logistics for the north region of the country.
In addition, it is a gateway to the northeast region of the nation in which there are eight
separated states of India. Last of all, it also has two international airports and four domestic
airports.

8) The transportation of this state will be ameliorated and incorporated to Eastern
Dedicated Freight Corridor which is an economic corridor linked between the north region at
Ludhiana of Panjab state and the east region of the country at Dankuni city of West Bengal
state. More particularly, railway system, road, and real estate management alongside will
be built pass through 18 cities of Uttar Pradesh or around 57 percent of the whole project
area. It is assessed that more than 30 percent of Uttar Pradesh will be able to access
and take advantage of this economics corridor. In the present time, this state launches
a special economic zone scheme and provides a wide range of incentives to trade and
investment activities. All in all, to invest in this state will broaden the opportunity of Thai
entrepreneurs.

9) Uttar Pradesh is the state in which the largest number of tourist enter to
due to the fact that there are two fascinating destinations. Firstly, there are four sacred
places involved with the Buddha that Buddhists often make a pilgrimage. Secondly, in the
west of this state is where Agra city located, comprising of one of seven world wonders
or Taj Mahal and palaces together with beautiful fortresses. Even in the capital city of
“Lucknow” tourism industries such as lodgings, homestays, restaurants, and so on are still
underdeveloped to handle with a large influx of tourist which seems to rise year after
year. Thus, Thai entrepreneurs who are proficient, experienced and well-to-do can come
into this state and collaborate with local businessmen to invest in tourism industry. They
may consider invest in a network of four states: Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Rajasthan, and Delhi
so as to enhance the travelling quality in the north region of India. Nonetheless, there is
some precautions worth to warn such as the season of travelling. The number of tourist
might subside considerably during May-June owing to the intensely hot climate, but it
will steadily go up since the half of July and become congested or too crowded from
October to February. Hence, during the low season, entrepreneurs have to plan carefully
especially an area management and employees. Even so, there are exceptional cities
which are Varanasi, west cities such as Agra and Mathura. Tourists from all over the globe
visit these cities for the entire year.
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10) Uttar Pradesh is the unique state and has a close relationship with Indian
people living in Thailand because dating back to two or three generations, Indian ancestors
who settled down in Thailand mainly came from two states: Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh.
Consequently, in the business world Thai-born Indians have an excellent connection or
even Indian relatives residing in these two states.

7.5 Recommendations for Thai businessmen

1) Thai businessmen should not view India as a single market. Instead, there are
so many differing markets compacted into one territory which leads to the totally diverse
taste of Indian consumers. They cannot use one-for-all strategy to apply with every market
albeit it’s located in the same nation. Therefore, they need to specify clear target zones
they would like to invest so as to study the market feature in advance of penetration.
Doing a business in India is not just a sale of product. Instead, adjusting and developing our
product to suit with local consumer preference is the main thing. Indian people demand
different kinds of goods both in terms of price and quality. Producers or businessmen have
to ameliorate and modify their own products so as to serve the consumer demand. They
also can study what sorts of goods are not available and desirable.

2) Reaching to Indian businessmen can be done via numerous exhibitions such as
Bangkok International Gift Fair and Bangkok International Houseware Fair (BIG&BIH), Bangkok
Gems & Jewelry etc. In general, they visit these expos to purchase some products. Apart
from this, Thai entrepreneurs are able to request for help from Department of International
Trade Promotion, Ministry of Finance regarding trade information and participation on the
road shows either in India or others.

3) To negotiate with Indians, it is better not to talk deeply into the shipment
of goods. Instead, Thai businessmen should ship products to the port or airport, for the
distribution of goods within India is a difficult task in line with the troubles in regard with
laws and regulations. It is more effective to look for Indian partners tackling these issues.

4) Hiring Indian people is another sensitive issue owing to complexion system. This
criteria is still essential to Indian society particularly in politics and trade negotiation(between
Indian people) aspects. Obviously in the service sector, people who are in higher rank do not
want to touch with those who are lower in order, for instance, Brahman does not want to
be serviced by one who is lower in status in the spa. Hence, Brahman is incapable of both
service provider and service receiver in this industry. If we view from another perspective,
it makes more sense to hire foreign labors such as Thai workers or ASEAN workers etc to
work in this kind of business. From Indian point of view, these labor forces are outsiders
who can bridge the gap of complexion system.

5) The amelioration of language skill especially English and sometimes Hindi
which is a local language helps facilitate the negotiation. At present, department of Eastern
languages, faculty of arts at Chulalongkorn University are developing the Hindi curriculums
and opening for those who are interested in this language.

6) Thai firms may hire Indian lawyers to work in order that Thai businessmen will



understand more regarding the context of Indian laws and investment incentives.

7) Thai businessmen lag of skills and patience in the negotiation with Indian
ones. Essentially, the Thai pattern cannot be employed since Indians know more about
the market, so they attempt to extend the margin as much as plausible. Hence, in the
negotiation Thais have to be calm and lenient. To accomplish in this task, it is sometimes
important to see through someone’s trick and confer on counterparts simultaneously.
Thais should not be emotional when Indians try to cut the price. We need to acknowledge
that it is their arts of vocable.

8) Indian people rarely count on someone and always seek for the opportunity.
Thus, it matters to find the partner and work together sincerely based on the circumspect
contract considered by the smart lawyer. Mutual respect and recognition will be the main
driven factor for Thai entrepreneurs to become sustainably successful. Some studies
suggest that if Indian people trust and become friend, they will place importance on that
relationship on and on. There are some signs which show such a practice, for example,
Indian people invite you to have a dinner at their place, introduce you to their spouses,
and the utmost level s to introduce you to their parents. If this is a case, Thai businessmen
will have a bright chance in doing business in collaboration with India ones.

7.6 Recommendations for the public sector and International Institute for Trade
and Investment

From the Indian entrepreneurs’ sides, they now are more convenient in searching
the information regarding rules and regulations in trade and investment via governmental
websites which exhibit in English. Nonetheless, there are some other issues waiting for the
enhancement as seen following.

1) The preparation in advance of negotiation with India in each round will be
more effective if we invite a group of businessmen relevant to the topic to provide us
opinions. More specifically, we have to invite entrepreneurs from every sector involved
with the supply chain or value chain who will be affected from the upcoming negotiation,
lasting from upstream to downstream and the consumer representative as well. This has
to be done so as to inform every entrepreneur, cope with unprecedented incidences,
create an allocation system and evaluate the likely consequences emanated from each
round of negotiation. For instance, if it is a negotiation regarding tax rate and agricultural
measures, Department of Trade Negotiations in association with Department of ASEAN
and other related authorities have to invite upstream industries starting from vendors of
seed, fertilizer, chemical product, representative of peasants, agricultural processed food
entrepreneur, wholesaler, retailer, and other involved participants to stay tuned about
policies and brain-storming in order to deal with and point out the guidelines of that
negotiation. Entrepreneurs in general believe that the authorities have a major role in
coordinating each party to collectively pursue the goal. Alternatively, we can manage in
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collaboration with the institution studying that topic of negotiation such as ASEAN Studies
Center, Chulalongkorn University in case of issues correlated with ASEAN.

2) To originate the meeting of Thai and Indian entrepreneurs is another way
to build up trade cooperation and ensure the reliability for both parties. The launch of
meeting by Royal Thai Embassy preceding is attributable to the support of Thai industry,
including the tourism sector of Thailand. If there is an announcement on the television,
our information will be disseminated more broadly.

3) In the present time, Thai authorities allow the visa on arrival for Indian people.
Even so, in practice, sometimes there are problems, for instance, some Indian businessmen
did not receive a visa and some who obtain a visa prior to entry was repatriated back to
India. This makes some businessmen give up the entry to Thailand which in turn lead to the
loss of opportunity in trade and investment with India. Hence, the immigration procedure
should be impartial and cautious in screening Indian people. In addition, the visa on arrival
takes so long time that Indians may change their mind to visit other places instead.

4) Thai entrepreneurs still view India as a country of opportunity in trade and
investment, but owing to its large area and the inequality in both urbanization and literacy
rate of people across India their perception regarding transportation and communication are
burdensome. Moreover, the complicated and detailed rules or regulations are probably other
obstacles which Thai entrepreneurs agree that Thai authorities such as Ministry of Commerce,
Royal Thai Embassy etc. should play a major role in providing thoroughly for them.

5) It is necessary to build up a central database aiming to gather trade and
investment transactions data between Thailand and India. In addition, other sorts of data
such as macroeconomic, political-security, sociological, cultural, and so forth are all worth
to accumulate into a single base. These state and city information should be managed
efficaciously and wide-open for every sector in Thailand or easily-accessible of database.
International Institute for Trade and Development in collaboration with Indian Studies
Center of Chulalongkorn University can be a host of this initiation.

6) Seminar training along with other projects that the government considers as
an aided tool for affected people in line with bolstering Thai business to penetrate Indian
market should have characteristics like consistent, easily-verified, and followed-up. These
projects should not be set up based on one fiscal year because when it turns to another
one, it is most likely to be ceased permanently.

7) In the training session which government authorities educate people and other
organizations, they should stress on the perspective of trade liberalization and doing a
business with Indian people. They need to suppress or erase the incorrect perception or
belief of Thai businessmen, changing their old-fashioned mindset, for example, India is a
country in which underdeveloped and arid, considering between Indian and snake you
should beat the latter one prior to the former. If you can create a long-term relationship
with Indian people, they will help beat snakes or eradicate so many problems afterwards.

1. Background

1.1 This paper gives an overview of the taxation regime in India, restricted to indirect
taxes, i.e. the taxation on goods and services. The current debate on tax laws centre
on the proposed Goods and Services Tax law (“GST”). The Parliamentarians have
reached a deadlock and the Government of India is considering holding a special

session (of the upper house and lower house of Parliament) to pass this law.

1.2 The paper is broadly divided into the following parts:
« Constitution of India and Taxation Scheme
« Indirect Taxation: Pre-GST Era
» Goods and Services Tax
« Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty Second) Amendment Bill, 2014

2. Constitution of India and taxation scheme
2.1 Tax system in India is essentially a three tier system based between the Central
(Union) Government, State Governments and local government organizations (local

bodies/municipalities).

2.2 The division of powers to collect tax is laid down in the Constitution. Part XII,
Chapter | (Articles 264 to 290) deal with “Finance”. Article 265 mandates that no
tax can be levied without the authority of law. Article 265 of the Constitution reads:

“No tax shall be levied or collected except by authority of law”.

This is essentially a safeguard against arbitrary collection of taxes by the
Government. The two broad category of taxes are direct tax and indirect tax. In India
two different boards govern these two categories of taxes - Central Board of Direct
Taxes (CBDT) and Central Board of Excise and Customs (CBEC).

2.3 Constitution also provides specific the areas in which the Parliament or the State
Legislatures can make laws. Article 246, distributes legislative powers including
taxation, between the Parliament of India and the State Legislature. Schedule VI
to the Constitution with its three lists enumerates the subject matters on which
Parliament and State Legislatures can make laws:

« List | — subject matters on which only Parliament can make laws

« List Il = subject matters on which only the state legislature can make laws
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« List Il - (Concurrent List) subject matters on which both the Parliament and the

state legislature can make laws.

2.4 Article 270 dealing with taxes levied and distributed between the Union and the

States is an important article which reads:

“270. (1) All taxes and duties referred to in the Union List, except the duties and
taxes referred to in articles 268 and 269, respectively, surcharge on taxes and duties
referred to in article 271 and any cess levied for specific purposes under any law
made by Parliament shall be levied and collected by the Government of India and
shall be distributed between the Union and the States in the manner provided in
clause (2).

(2) Such percentage, as may be prescribed, of the net proceeds of any such tax or
duty in any financial year shall not form part of the Consolidated Fund of India,
but shall be assigned to the States within which that tax or duty is leviable in that
year, and shall be distributed among those States in such manner and from such
time as may be prescribed in the manner provided in clause (3).

(3) In this article, “prescribed” means,— (i) until a Finance Commission has been
constituted, prescribed by the President by order, and (ii) after a Finance Commission
has been constituted, prescribed by the President by order after considering the

recommendations of the Finance Commission.

3. INDIRECT Taxation: pre-GST era

3.1 In a general parlance, a tax collected by an intermediary from the person who
bears the ultimate economic burden of the tax is known as indirect tax. In essence,
an indirect tax is one that can be shifted by the taxpayer to another party. The
important indirect taxes imposed in India are:
« Customs duty
« Central Excise duty
« Service Tax
« Sales Tax
« Value Added Tax

« Securities Transaction Tax (STT)



2.6 This table explains in brief the different types of indirect taxes in India:

Category of Indirect Tax

Description

Customs duty

Custom duties are indirect taxes which are levied on goods imported to/
exported from India. There are different rules for different types of goods
and sectors. Government keeps on changing these rates so as to promote
import/export of specific goods.

The Customs Act was formulated in 1962 to prevent illegal imports and
exports of goods. Besides, all imports are sought to be subject to a duty
with a view to affording protection to indigenous industries as well as
to keep the imports to the minimum in the interests of securing the
exchange rate of Indian currency. Duties of customs are levied on goods
imported or exported from India at the rate specified under the customs
Tariff Act, 1975 as amended from time to time or any other law for the

time being in force.

Central Excise duty

Excise duties are indirect taxes which are levied on goods manufactured
in India for domestic consumption. Like custom duty, there are a number
of rules which keep on changing as per government discretion.

The Central Government levies excise duty under the Central Excise
Act, 1944 and the Central Excise Tariff Act, 1985. Central excise duty
is tax which is charged on such excisable goods that are manufactured
in India and are meant for domestic consumption. The term “excisable
goods” means the goods which are specified in the First Schedule and
the Second Schedule to the Central Excise Tariff Act 1985. It is mandatory
to pay Central Excise duty payable on the goods manufactured, unless

exempted eg; duty is not payable on the goods exported out of India

Service Tax

Service tax is applicable on all services provided in India except a
specified negative list of services that are exempt. It is paid by the service
provider to the government who in turn collects it from the end user by
the service provider at the time of provision of such service.

The service providers in India except those in the state of Jammu and
Kashmir are required to pay a Service Tax under the provisions of the
Finance Act of 1994. The provisions related to Service Tax came into
effect on 1st July, 1994. Under Section 67 of this Act, the Service Tax is
levied on the gross or aggregate amount charged by the service provider
on the receiver. However, in terms of Rule 6 of Service Tax Rules, 1994,
the tax is permitted to be paid on the value received. The interesting
thing about Service Tax in India is that the Government depends heavily
on the voluntary compliance of the service providers for collecting

Service Tax in India.
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Sales Tax

Sales Tax in India is a form of tax that is imposed by the Government on
the sale or purchase of a particular commodity within the country. Sales
Tax is imposed under both, Central Government (Central Sales Tax) and
State Government (Sales Tax) Legislation. Generally, each State follows
its own Sales Tax Act and levies tax at various rates. Apart from sales tax,
certain States also imposes additional charges like works contracts tax,
turnover tax and purchaser tax. Thus, Sales Tax Acts as a major revenue-
generator for the various State Governments. From 10th April, 2005, most
of the States in India have supplemented sales tax with a new Value
Added Tax (VAT).

Value Added Tax

The practice of VAT executed by State Governments is applied on
each stage of sale, with a particular apparatus of credit for the input
VAT paid. VAT in India classified under the tax slabs are 0% for essential
commodities, 1% on gold ingots and expensive stones, 4% on industrial
inputs, capital merchandise and commodities of mass consumption, and
12.5% on other items. Variable rates (State-dependent) are applicable for
petroleum products, tobacco, liquor, etc. VAT levy will be administered
by the Value Added Tax Act and the rules made there-under and similar
to a sales tax. It is a tax on the estimated market value added to a product
or material at each stage of its manufacture or distribution, ultimately
passed on to the consumer. Under the current single-point system of
tax levy, the manufacturer or importer of goods into a State is liable to
sales tax. There is no sales tax on the further distribution channel. VAT, in
simple terms, is a multi-point levy on each of the entities in the supply
chain. The value addition in the hands of each of the entities is subject

to tax.

Securities Transaction
Tax (STT)

STT is levied on transactions (sale/purchase) done through the stock
exchanges. STT is applicable on purchase or sale of various financial

products like stocks, derivatives, mutual funds etc.




4. Goods and Services Tax (GST)

4.1 The GST, will subsume central indirect taxes like excise duty, countervailing duty
and service tax, as also state levies like value added tax, octroi and entry tax, luxury
tax. The purpose behind introducing the GST is to overcome the difficulties thrown
by the existing indirect tax law system in India. The existing system is complicated, is
in the quagmire of exemptions and multiple rates and dismal level of compliance.

4.2 The proposed law is in consonance with the global arc of development in indirect
taxation. More than 150 countries have adopted GST. GST is considered to be one
of the most transparent and neutral methods of collecting taxation. Except the
United States of America, all other OECD countries , follow GST.

I. Reform process in Indirect Taxation

4.3 In 1986, the first phase of reform process was Modified Value Added Tax (MODVAT)
initiated. MODVAT was applicable to select commodities at the central level. This
was gradually extended to all commodities through Central Value Added Tax
(CENVAT). At the state level, reforms occurred in the form of Value Added Tax
(VAT). VAT was applied by all states in a phased manner between 2003 and 2008.
The success of VAT sowed the seeds of the proposed GST.

4.4 CENVAT provides credit of tax paid on inputs and capital goods up to the
manufacturing stage. In 1994, a tax on services (commonly known as Service Tax)
was introduced by the Centre. The Service Tax with the passage of time expanded
its domain to cover more services and now applies to about 115 service categories
which contributed growth in revenue from this tax. In 2004, the input tax credit
scheme for CENVAT and Service Tax was merged to permit cross flow of credit
across these taxes. As for the States, they have switched over from a multiple
point Sales tax to a Value Added Tax (VAT) covering all transactions of sale of goods
within the State up to the retail stage in a phased manner starting from 2005-06.

4.4 Though the CENVAT and Service Tax had their own shortcomings. The Constitution
allows neither the Centre nor the States to levy taxes on a comprehensive base
of all goods and services and at all points in their supply chain. The Centre is
constrained from levying the tax on goods beyond the point of manufacturing, and
the States in extending the tax to services. This division of tax powers makes both
the CENVAT and the state VATs partial in nature and contributes to their inefficiency

and complexity.
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Il. Short-comings in the existing system of Indirect Taxation

4.5

A few glaring shortcomings of the existing system are highlighted below:

A. Taxation at Manufacturing Level:

The CENVAT is levied on goods manufactured or produced in India giving rise to
definitional issues as to what constitutes manufacturing, and valuation issues for
determining the value on which the tax is to be levied. Limiting the tax to the point
of manufacturing is a severe impediment to an efficient and neutral application
of tax. There is a heavy reliance on judicial rulings for evolution of the concepts

- which in itself is an impediment in tax collection.

B. Exclusion of Services

4.6

The States are precluded from taxing services. This arrangement has posed difficulties
in taxation of goods supplied as part of a composite works contract involving a
supply of both goods and services, and under leasing contracts, which entail a
transfer of the right to use goods without any transfer of their ownership. While
these problems have been addressed by amending the Constitution to bring such
transactions within the ambit of the State taxation (by deeming a tax on them
to be a tax on the sale or purchase of goods), services per se remain outside the
scope of state taxation powers.

This limitation is unsatisfactory from two perspectives. First, the advancements
in information technology and digitization have blurred the distinction between
goods and services (e.g. whether software update will be goods or services). The
traditional distinctions between goods and services (and for other items such as land
and property, entertainment, and luxuries) found in the Indian Constitution have
become archaic. Second, State cannot tax service, which accounts for a growing
fraction of the total consumer basket, thus missing out on a high percentage of
revenue. The States have to rely almost exclusively on compliance improvements

or rate increases for any buoyancy in their own-source revenues.

C. Tax Cascading:

4.8

Tax cascading occurs under both Centre and State taxes. Tax cascading remains the
most serious flaw of the current system. It increases the cost of production and
puts Indian suppliers at a competitive disadvantage in the international markets,

creating a bias in favor of imports. It also detracts from a neutral application of



tax to competing products. Even if the statutory rate is uniform, the effective tax
rate (which consists of the statutory rate on finished products and the implicit or
hidden tax on production inputs) can vary from product to product depending on
the magnitude of the hidden tax on inputs used in their production and distribution.
The intended impact of government policy towards sectors or households may be

negated by the indirect or hidden taxation in a cascading system of taxes.

D. Complexity
4.9 In spite of the improvements made in the tax design and administration over the

past few years, the systems at both central and state levels remain complex. Their
administration leaves a lot to be desired. They are subject to disputes and court
challenges, and the process for resolution of disputes is slow and expensive. At
the same time, the systems suffer from substantial compliance gaps, except in the
highly oreanized sectors of the economy. There are several factors contributing
to this unsatisfactory state of affairs. The most significant cause of complexity is,
of course, policy related and is due to the existence of exemptions and multiple
rates, and the irrational structure of the levies. These deficiencies are the most
glaring in the case of the CENVAT and the Service Tax.

lll. GST - A brief history

4.10 Any change in the existing system of indirect taxation will require an amendment
to the Constitution of India. In 2000, the proposal for the introduction of GST was Uh
first mooted in the Budget Speech for the financial year 2006-07. This was followed
by detailed deliberations and negotiations held with the Empowered Committee
of State Finance Ministers (EC). The 115th Constitutional (Amendment) Bill, 2011,
for the introduction of GST was first introduced in the Lok Sabha in March 2011.
The Bill was referred to a Parliamentary Standing Committee (PSC) which submitted
its report in August 2013. The Bill however lapsed with the dissolution of the 15th
Lok Sabha.

4.11 The current Government introduced on 19.12.2014 the Constitution (122nd)
Amendment Bill, 2014 in the Lok Sabha (House of People) for amending the
Constitution to facilitate introduction of Goods and Services Tax (GST) in the country.
The Bill was passed by the Lok Sabha on 06.05.2015 and is pending in Rajya Sabha
(Council of States). After the Bill is passed in both the Houses of the Parliament
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Legislatures for ratification. The ratification by at least 50% of the State Legislature

will be required before the proposed amendments are brought in effect.

4.12 Though for the implementation of the GST, the Parliament and the states will

have to enact enabling legislation. For the levy of Central Goods and Services Tax
(“CGST”), State Goods and Services Tax (“SGST”) and Integrated Goods and Services
Tax (“IGST”), a set of three laws would need to be enacted. CGST and IGST laws
would need to be enacted by the Parliament, and the SGST law would have to

be enacted by each of the State Legislatures.

The contours of GST are still evolving. Key aspects of GST like the tax rate, tax base,

exemption limits, place of supply rules for services, appropriate IGST model etc.

will be finalized on passage of the Bill.

4.13 As discussed in the previous section, the Constitutional scheme envisages taxation

by both the Central and the State Governments.

5. The Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty Second Amendment) Bill, 2014

The Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty Second Amendment) Bill, 2014 was
passed by Lok Sabha on 6th May, 2015. The said Bill on a motion moved by the
Minister of Finance, Corporate Affairs and Information and Broadcasting, was referred
to the Select Committee for examination and the Committee was asked to submit

its Report by the last day of the first week of the next Session (Monsoon Session).

The Bill contains 21 clauses which proposes to, inter alia, amend Constitution
of India by inserting new Articles-246 A, 269A and 279A with respect to special
provision to Goods and Services Tax, levy and collection of Goods and Services Tax
in course of inter-state trade or commerce and Goods and Services Tax council,
respectively. Apart from that, the bill also purports to amend Articles 248, 249,
250, 268, 269, 270, 271, 286, 366 and 368 of Constitution of India and amendment
of the Sixth and the Seventh schedule of the Constitution as well. The Bill also
seeks to repeal Article 268A of the Constitution.

The proposed amendments would subsume a number of indirect taxes presently
being levied by Central and State Governments into GST thereby doing away the
cascading of taxes and providing a common national market for Goods and Services.
These amendments would confer simultaneous power on Parliament and State
legislatures to make laws for levying GST simultaneously on every transaction of

supply and Goods and Services.

5A. An Overview Of The Constitution (One Twenty-Second) Amendment Bill, 2014

The Bill subsumes various central indirect taxes including the Central Excise Duty,
Countervailing Duty, Service Tax, etc. and state value added tax, octroi and entry
tax, luxury tax, etc. The Statement of Objects & Reasons of the 122 Amendment
Bill states:

“The Constitution is proposed to be amended to introduce the goods and services
tax for conferring concurrent taxing powers on the Union as well as the States
including Union territory with Legislature to make laws for levying goods and services
tax on every transaction of supply of goods or services or both. The goods and
services tax shall replace a number of indirect taxes being levied by the Union
and the State Governments and is intended to remove cascading effect of taxes
and provide for a common national market for goods and services. The proposed
Central and State goods and services tax will be levied on all transactions involving
supply of goods and services, except those which are kept out of the purview of

the goods and services tax.”
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5.5 The following table illustrates some of the major changes which will be brought

about by the proposed amendment to the Constitution.

a. Arguments in support of the GST

5.6 GSTis expected to reduce cost of production and inflation in the economy, thereby
making the Indian trade and industry more competitive, domestically as well as
internationally. Due to the seamless transfer of input tax credit from one stage to
another in the chain of value addition, there is an in-built mechanism in the design
of GST that would incentivize tax compliance by traders.

5.7 The existing system imposes a plethora of taxes on production, sales and services
(excise, service, VAT, CST, Octroi, entertainment tax, luxury tax, purchase tax) which
not only encourages tax evasion, but also adds to the cost of products.

b. Arguments against GST

5.8 Many State governments have been opposing the introduction of the GST Bill
because they fear it will lead to a loss of revenue. States want petroleum, alcohol
and tobacco to be kept out of the purview of the GST as these items account for
a major portion of tax revenues.

5.9 In April 2015, to assuage state governments’ concerns, the Finance Minister of
India, Mr. Jaitley announced a proposal to pay Rs. 11,000 crore as part payment of
dues towards central sales tax compensation pending from 2010-11. This is roughly
one-third of the total dues.

5.10 The opposition to GST is largely coming from the States ruled by the Congress
Government (which is not in power in the Centre). The rate of GST is a major
bone of contention. The empowered committee of states on GST is indicating a 27
per cent GST rate (revenue neutral rate on which states will not incur any losses).
This is ten per cent more than the present average rate of indirect taxation. If the
GST rate is fixed above 20 per cent, then major tax reform may itself become a
nightmare and further push the inflation.

5.11 It is also argued that the GST which sought to streamline the complicated indirect
tax structure in India will fail in this endeavour as a layered structure is being
proposed [CGST, SGST, IGST].

2of
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5.12 Some of the demands raised by various States are: (i) to tax tobacco over and

above the GST; (i) full compensation for five years for any revenue loss to states,
as against the current progressively declining compensation, starting with full
offsetting of the losses in the the first three years (i) entry tax, purchase tax not
to be subsumed in GST etc.

5.13 Some states fear that since GST is a “destination based” tax and is levied at the

place where goods and services are consumed that this could potentially give
more revenues to consuming states such as Uttar Pradesh, Kerala and West Bengal
compared to producing or industrialised states such as Maharashtra, Gujarat or
Tamil Nadu.

5.14 For example, Maharashtra, earns more than 13,000 crore annually from octroi.

Gujarat, on the other hand, earns about 5,000 crore from the CST. Agrarian states
such as Punjab and Haryana earn more than 2,000 crore from purchase tax. Each
of these states fear that they will lose these revenues once these levies get
subsumed under GST.

6. Conclusion

6.1 In sum, the proposed GST is caught in a political deadlock. Some of the States

ruled by the opposition party are vehemently opposing the GST in its current form.
But even a few states ruled by the allies of the Government (and the ruling party)
have opposed GST on various grounds.

6.2 GST can see the light of day only if these States are willing to compromise on their

demands, and if the Central Government is willing to give in to the contentious
issues. Even if Rajya Sabha (upper house) passes the bill, or if the bill is passed
in a joint-session of the Parliament, several challenges have to be overcome for
an effective implementation of the GST. Issues such as a robust infrastructure, a
sound dispute resolution mechanism, and a partnership across party lines will be
essential for the success of this reform.
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Appendix A: Article 246 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA
Article 246 of the Constitution of India

246. (1) Notwithstanding anything in clauses (2) and (3), Parliament has exclusive power
to make laws with respect to any of the matters enumerated in List | in the
Seventh Schedule (in this Constitution referred to as the “Union List”).

(2) Notwithstanding anything in clause (3), Parliament, and, subject to clause
(1), the Legislature of any State also, have power to make laws with respect
to any of the matters enumerated in List Ill in the Seventh Schedule (in this
Constitution referred to as the “Concurrent List”).

(3) Subject to clauses (1) and (2), the Legislature of any State has exclusive power
to make laws for such State or any part thereof with respect to any of the
matters enumerated in List Il in the Seventh Schedule (in this Constitution
referred to as the “State List”).

(4) Parliament has power to make laws with respect to any matter for any part of
the territory of India not included in a State notwithstanding that such matter
is @ matter enumerated in the State List.

Appendix B: UNION AND STATE TAXATION

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Expert Opinions
The summary of expert opinions collected during the project field trip in Uttar
Pradesh and Rajasthan are below.

Uttar Pradesh - Dr. Somesh Mathur, Associate Professor of Economics at Indian
Institute of Technology, Kanpur, informed that the Eastern Dedicated Freight Cor-
ridor, from Ludhiana in Punjab to Dhankuni in West Bengal, is under construction.
The corridor traverses 1049 kilometers through the state of Uttar Pradesh.



The corridor has the potential for high positive impact on the economy of Uttar
Pradesh. He further added that a corridor in general would facilitate three things.
Accordingly, the Eastern Dedicated Freight Corridor will facilitate (i) educational
institutions along the corridor; (i) growth of brick industry along the fertile Kan-
pur-Lucknow-Allahabad region as small farmers enter the brick industry; and (iii)
a radical development would be building food processing industry. Thus, studies
estimating potential implications of the corridor are going on using the city level
data in UP.

Rajasthan - CUTS - CITEE' Staff (see Appendix for key persons present) gave an
overview of the state of Rajasthan. The information communicated can be sum-
marized as follows:

Rajasthan’s economy is the eighth largest in the country with a land area of 342,239
square kilometers. (i) There is significant Japanese and South Korean investment
in Rajasthan’s industrial zones developed in the past decade. In Neemrana the
Japanese have invested in automobiles, infrastructure, energy and IT hardware
sector. (iii) There is high scope for development of food processing industry, Gems
and jewelry, handicrafts which have attracted investment from Southeast Asian

countries.

(iv) The state government is also keen to attract investment in sectors like automobiles,

consumer goods and Information Technology (IT). The state has largely attracted
industrial investment in sectors such as minerals & mining, textiles & chemicals.
These three sectors represent almost 75% of industrial investment in Rajasthan.

(V) In addition, according to International Finance Corporation, the World Bank Group,

the state of Rajasthan in northwest India offers unique economic opportunities for
private sector investment. The state is strategically located near the national capital
region along the planned Delhi-Mumbai industrial corridor, reserve of abundant
natural resources such as oil, lead, zinc, and other minerals, and has a population
renowned for its entrepreneurial spirit, which makes Rajasthan a destination for
talent sourcing in the country. However, Rajasthan remains a difficult state to do
business, despite the state’s entrepreneurial culture. The state ranked at the bot-
tom of the World Bank’s 2006 investment climate survey for India, while Jaipur,
the capital of Rajasthan, ranked 7th of 17 Indian cities reviewed in the subnational
Doing Business in India 2009 report.

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(vi) The Rajasthan Investment Promotion Scheme (RIPS, 2014-2019) is in effect to
promote investment in the State of Rajasthan, and to generate employment op-
portunities through such investment. The Scheme aims to promote investment
made by Enterprise(s) for establishment of a new unit and/or investment made
by the existing Enterprise(s) for expansion and/or investment made for revival of
sick enterprise.

Recent Macroeconomic Developments in India — The staff of Research and Informa-
tion System (RIS) for developing countries (see Appendix for key persons present)
commented on the Indian Federal System as follows: (i) Distribution of power is
skewed between the Centre and the States, thus coordination between the two
is important; (i) Some states facilitate trade related procedures through electronic
system, while some follow manual system; (ii) Taxes are shared between the Cen-
tre and the States and the taxes vary between the states; (iv) In response to the
concerns around Make in India initiative, the members present informed that the
program is a positive move towards strengthening Indian manufacturing system, in
spite of differing critical public opinions; (v) In recognition of the failure of India’s
FTAs, Dr. Prabir held that India is a late comer in the regional trading system and
that it would take time for India to gain from the free trade agreements.
