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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop a training curriculum to
prevent risky sexual behavior of vocational certificate students of Lop Buri Technical
College and 2) evaluate the implementation of the training curriculum in these
aspects: knowledge on sex education, satisfaction towards the training curriculum,
risky sexual behavior and socially accepted sexual values. The sample, drawn by
using simple random sampling consisted vocational certificate students of Lop Buri
Technical College during the second semester of the academic year 2014. The
research instruments were: 1) a training curriculum to reduce risky sexual behavior;
2) a questionnaire on the need of students in the training; 3) an interview form for
individuals involved in the development of the curriculum; 4) a achievement test of
knowledge on sex education, 5) a measurement form on risky sexual behavior; 6) a
measurement form on socially accepted sexual values and 7) a questionnaire on
satisfaction towards the training curriculum.

The findings showed that:

1. The training curriculum to prevent risky sexual behavior of vocational
certificate students of Lop Buri Technical College consisted of the following
components: significance of the curriculum, principles, purposes, trainees, contents,
training time, training activities, learning materials and media, evaluation and
assessment, suggestions and activity management plans. The assessment by
experts revealed that the curriculum components were appropriate for training.

2. The evaluation of the implementation of the training curriculum to reduce

risky sexual behavior of the students revealed that:



2.1 The students’ knowledge on sex education after the implementation of
the training curriculum was higher than that before its implementation (p<.01).

2.2 The students’ risky sexual behavior after the implementation of the
training curriculum was lower than that before its implementation (p<.01).

2.3 The students’ socially accepted sexual values after the
implementation of the training curriculum was higher than that before its
implementation (p<.01).

2.4 The students’ satisfaction towards the training curriculum was at a

high level.
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
