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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to :1) study teacher behaviors by the student opinions in
schools under Saraburi Primary Educational Service Area Office ; and 2) compare
teacher behaviors by the student opinions in schools under Saraburi Primary
Educational Service Area Office classified by gender, education background, school
size, and grade point average. The samples in this study were 396 students in schools
under Saraburi Primary Educational Service Area Office in the academic year 2014,
drawn by stratified random sampling. The instrument in this research was a
questionnaire with a reliability value of ready-made program to calculate mean, standard
deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA and Fisher’s least significance difference (LSD) test
for pairs of comparison.

The findings indicated that:

1. Overall,teacher behaviors by the student opinions in schools under Saraburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office were at a high level, ranking from 1)
psychology, 2) the use of media and technology, 3) human relationship, 4) ethics and 5)
learning management.

2. Regarding the comparison of teacher behaviors by the student opinions in
schools under Saraburi Primary Educational Service Area Office when classified by
gender, education background, school size, and grade point average, their opinions

were not different.
