The one in top twenty charge of the important export goods of Thailand was fumniturc and
furniture’s part which the government forecasted that its will be extend 10% a year. However, when
considered to the market share of the important partner country of Thailand in 4 — 5 years period,
found that the export wooden furniture’s proportion of Thailand was rather consistence cach ycar
meanwhile, the proportion of Chinia was increasing. The purpose of this study was to investigate the
situation and the problem of c¢xport wooden fumniture of Thaiiand in the vicew of manufacture and
exporter. In order to usc its as the data for government to solve problem and assign the uscful policy
for supporting and developing wooden fumiture industrial of Thailand.

The subjects of this study were 124 persons ‘'who were manager of the manufacturer and
exporter of wooden furniture and were the member of the Thai furniture industrial association. The
tool used in this study was a survey qucstionnaire and coliected data by sending and receiving fax.
The statistic used in this study was frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, independent —
sample t-test and ANOVA.

The study showed that most of the subject’s responses were manager of the large
manufacturer which used MDF and PB as the main raw material, and the main export market was
Japan. For the export problem in overall, it was in moderate category but when each types of
problems were considered, most of them had the problem in moderate category except the finance
which was in minor category. For the comparison of the difference of means problem diseriminated
by size of manufacture, the result found that there no difference in overall. But when considered to
details, the labour problem of large manufacture was higher than the medium manufacturer. There
were difference in overall when considered to the difference of means problems discriminated by

the main export market but no difference when compared in details. The comparison of cach type,

found that Japan market was more competitive than European market but for other market such as
the other Asia country, the problem of marketing information was higher than America and
European market. The result of comparison of difference problem discriminated by type of raw
matcrial in overall, were no difference. But when compared in details, it was found that MDF, PB
had more the labour, competition and marketing information problem than teak wood and were

statistically significant at level of .05.
