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The purpose of this study was to compare the learning an achievement and preference of
students in Which a documentary and semi-documentary video programs were used in teaching in
Educatiorial Television Production. Sixty samples were selected from the third-year students in
the major in Educational Technology and Communication in the Faculty of Education in
academic year 2003 at Rajamangala Institute of Technology. They were randomly assigned into
two experimental groups. The first experimental group studied with the documentary video
program. The second experimental group studied with the semi-documentary video program. The
research instruments were used are achievement test, and preference response forms developed by
the researcher. Data was analyzed by arithmetic mean and standard deviation. A t-test statistics
was used testing the significant difference. The statistic package of social sciences (SPSS) was
used for computation. The results of this study were as follows.

1. An achievement scores of the group studied by using with a documentary video
program were significantly different to those scores of group studied with the semi-documentary
video program at the level of .05. The mean score of a group studied by using with a documentary
video program was higher than the group studied with the semi-documentary video program.

2. The preference scores of the group studied by using with a documentary video program

were no significantly different to those scores of group studied with the semi-documentary
