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ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the factors relating motivation of foreigners to stud.y Thai
language. The sample was composed of 48 foreigners who were enrolled to study Thai at Thai
language teaching institutions in Chiang Mai. The instruments included a questionnaire asking
about factors on belief and opinion about the incentives for foreigners who studied Thai. There
were six factors which included self-efficacy, belief on utility of Thai language, goal setting and
expectation from the study, process of learning and teaching, and socio-cultural factor, and the
present career. The questionnaire was tried out and obtained 0.85 Cronbach Alpha coefficient.
The statistics used to analm the data included frequency distribution, mean, standard deviatiChi
Square test. The findings reveal that five factors on belief and opinion related to the foreigners’
motivation to study Thai relating to their motivation. The factor on process of learning and
teaching had the highest relationship, followed by factors on self-efficacy, utility of Thai
language, goal setting and expectation, and present career. The socio-cultural factor did not relate

to their motivation to study Thai.
