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Abstract 190529

The research is a compilation, reproduction, and database organization of a historic map
of Bangkok. The 1887 Plan of Bangkok was created by the Royal Survey Department during the
earlier part of the reign of King Chulalongkorn. The city of Bangkok was surveyed during the
year 1886, and the map was printed in Britain the following year, showing the entire city proper
area east of Chao Phraya river, at the scale of 1: 4000

After a thorough search of map repositories in Bangkok, the research team found three
sets of the 1887 Plan. The set kept at the National Archives was subsequently digitized and
studied. A new cartographical framework for the 1887 Plan was created by using the framework
that was established in the research team’s earlier project, “Plans of Bangkok, 1907 — 1932 :
Database Compilation and Organization for Architectural and Urban Research” (Grant no.
RDG49H0003). The result is a digitized database consisting of a set of 1:5000 maps, reproduced
in 9 sheets that will be asignificant contribution to the urban and architectural history research in

the future.
