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The purpose of this research was to study factors associated with the dccision to
further study for the Diploma in Vocational Education at Srithana Commercizl
Technology College Chiang Mai. The sample censisted of 254 from 775 students, by
using stratified random sampling method. The research instrument used in this research was
a questionnaire, data were analyzed through uses of percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The results of this research were tollows:

The majoriiy of students, 199 were female. Out of 254 stndents, 181 finished upper
secondary education level. Business computer major was the most popular filed, with 130
students, the next was accounting major and marketing major was the last rank with 46 students.
The majority of people who supported their education were parents. As a whole, the findings
indicated that all of 5 factors were rated at high level of association with their decision to further
study. When considering on each factor, it showed that the factors of professional and institution

prestige, the factor of expectation on furthering study for the diploma, and the factor of

expectation on career and income were rated at high rating. The remains, students’ ability and

social and economics of student’ family factors were rated at fair level of association.
