The purposes of this descriptive study was to assess the level of perception of
modifying factors and likelihood of action to service utilization of cervical cancer screening, and
the relationship between factors and service utilization. Two hundred and seventy six subjects
were randomly selected from women in Pasak sub-district, Phu Sang district, Phayao province.
Data was collected by interviewing using self-constructed questionnaire. Questionnaire was
reviewed by 3 experts and content validity index was found to be 0.89. It was tested by Kuder-
Richardson 20 for reliability and was found to be 0.74. Data was analyzed using descriptive
statistics and chi-square test.

Results revealed that 52.2% of the subjects was in the age group of 40-49 years with
the average age of 45.7 years. The highest level of education in most of subjects (89.9%) was
primary school level. 73.2 percent of subjects were working as agriculture. The majority of them
(91.0%) were married, the average age at marry was 19 years. 88.0 percent of subjects had been
screened for cervical cancer while only 12 percent had not. 46.5 percent of them used the service
at the Chiangkham hospital. Main reason for non service utilization was that they thought they

had no risk to develop cervical cancer due to lack of symptoms.

Regarding to factors related to service utilization of cervical cancer screening, it was
found that level of perception of susceptibility to disease, seriousness of disease, socio--
phychological variables, and barriers of service utilization were in moderate level while
perception of benefits and cues to action were found to be in high level There were significantly
relationship between age, educational level, occupation, sociophychological variables and
perception level of barriers with service utilization of cervical cancer screening at the 0.05

significant level.

The results suggest that health personnel should provide information about cervical
cancer to women focusing on seriousness of disease and try to reduce the barriers of service

utilization in order to increase the number of women to use this service.
