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In order to study factors related to holistic nursing, 200 nurses who presently work in
the Pediatric Nursing Division, Siriraj Hospital, Mahidol Uﬁiversity were asked to fill out the
questionnaires which were designed to cover basic information (education, working
experiences) and participation in meetings and/or conferences related to holistic nursing. Other
factors such as systems for work assignment, permission for the clients’ visits, and knowledge
and practice of holistic nursing were also included. The data obtained were analyzed by using
SPSS program for frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation and chi-square
test.

It was found that 57% of nurses in the sample had a rather high level of good
holistic child nursing practice at all Steps of the nursing process. When the planning
process was considered, only half of these nurses were found to have good practice in holistic
child nursing practice. Basic factors of individual nurses e.g. education, work experiences,
knowledge and training about holistic nursing, type of ward services, assignment system and
length of visiting hours were found to have no relation with the level of holistic child
nursing. Differences of clients’ visitors, period of visiting permission were found to be
related to holistic child nursing at the levels of p=0.05 and 0.01, respectively.

From this study, it is suggested that planning for good holistic child nursing
practice should be emphasized and performed prior to health services being given. Further
more, problems of high work load together with the inadequate number of professional
nurses in the wards could probably be solved by the nursing administration office in order to

improve the efficiency of holistic nursing process.
