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This qualitative research was aimed to study about the development of Thai animation production process
for both domestic and international audiences as well as the factors that influenced the development of Thai
animation production process. In-depth interviews of key informants, Thai animation VCD and documentary
research were techniques used for data collection.

The results of this study showed that Thai animation production companies have developed their
production for both domestic and international audiences. Their developments were 1) Aesthetic consisted of a plot,
story and character design. 2) Technology. 3) Industrial- business production consisted of personnel, budget and
marketing. 4) Government and audiences support. 5) Globalization of mass communications media.

Furthermore the results of this study indicated the significant factors that affected the development of Thai
animation production process. First, the strengths of the development of Thai animation production process were
1) The representation of Thai culture and Thainess 2) Creative and skilled talent personnel with a rich tradition in the
arts 3) The lower production cost than that of the Western animation. 4) Thai animation was supported by Thai
children fans. Secondly, the weaknesses which required to improve were 1) Aesthetic factors; that was genre in Thai
animation was highly repetitive, the imperfection of the script and the lack of self-identity in Thai cartoon characters.
2) Technology factor; Thai technological factors were not as advanced as that of the Westerns.

3) Industrial- business production factors included dearth of the skilled professionals, Too high production cost in the
case that Thai animation companies lacked efficient management of distribution for world market, the lack of
effective management of the marketing system 4) Globalization of mass communications media, some cultural

aspects and certain representation of Thainess, all of which foreign audiences might not fully understand.
