The composer was inspired by the Pluto, latest discovered about 80 years ago in the
solar system. Presently, the star is still interesting to study, comparable to the world of music,
which has always been worthwhile to discover new ideas despite that a long period of time
has passed by.

The Pluto Symphony, scored for a large symphony orchestra, about 20 minutes in
duration, is a piece of absolute music and employs various compositional techniques, as
tones moving through the time. The integration of the conventional and modern concepts of
music is the main plot.

There are 3 movements, organized by groups of pitches called Pluto note-group.
Replacing alphabets P L U T O with the notes, F# A C B Eb, is always used as a main note
group in this composition. These note-groups are distinctively introduced in the 1% and 3°
movements. The 2™ movement consists of significant material called the Death note-group:
pitched D E A D (an octave higher). In the 3" movement combines ideas with a tone center

in a strict manner around the Pluto note-group in hamophonic and polyphonic textures.
