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The purposes of this study were to develop and validate the extemnal evaluation indicators for
islamic private schools. 81 schools of Islamic private schools were the sample, drown by muiti-stage
stratified sampling. Data were collected from experts whose profession in external evaluation indicators
and Islamic private schools, the teachers, the parents and the students. The research instruments were
the interview form and the questionnaire about external evaiuation indicators for Isiamic private schools.
Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics through SPSS, and by confirmatory factor analysis LISREL
8.72. The research were found that

1. The extemal evaluation indicators for Islamic private schools consisted of 3 factors and 66
indicators. The 3 factors consisted of 35 indicators of student factor, 15 indicators of teacher factor and
16 indicators of director factor. The results were found that a new 10 indicators; indicator 1.7: the students
have to carry out Islamic ways,; indicator 1.8: the students live their lives of Muslim ways and live with
other religions; indicator 3.1: the students are interested in Arts without breaking Isltamic principle;
indicator 3.2: the students are interested in musical without breaking Islamic principle; indicator 3.4: the
students are interested and prefer to participate in Thai culture and tradition without breaking Islamic
principle; indicator 5.9: the curriculum of Islamic study; indicator 8.2: the teachers graduated at least in a
bachelor degree; indicator 8.6: the teachers in cumiculum of islamic graduated at least in Sanawei;
indicator 9.9: the teachers in curriculum of Islamic teach effectively and emphasize on child center
teaching approach; indicator 13.3: school has curriculum and knowledge matter in global, nation and
local levels which relate to curriculum of islamic study and serve on the students’ and locals’ needs.

2. The structural models of external evaluation indicators for islamic private schools were
consistent with empirical data. Student factor has GFl = 1.00, AGF! = 0.99, RMR = 0.0077, teacher factor
has GFl = 0.99, AGFI = 0.98, RMR = 0.0054, and director factor has GFl = 1.00, AGFI = 0.99, RMR =
0.0063.
