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The main purposes of this research were 1) to survey the status of the desired
characteristics of KBE learners in schools before learning through the 7 pillars, innovated
educational management, and 2) to examine the development of the desired
characteristics of KBE learners in schools after implementing 7 pillars in schools.
Research procedures were 1) developing the measurement of the desired characteristics
of KBE leamers for students and teachers 2) surveying the desired characteristics of KBE
learners in five provinces before implementing 7 pillars. Purposive sampling was used
towards 25 schools which mix opportunity type among the A, B, C, and D, and 3)
selecting 10 mix opportunity type schools, from those 25 schools, composing of two
schools from each province. Then, the 5 educational principles from the 7 pillars; 1) the
4F curriculum management, 2) instructional management by using CRP instructional
model, 3) 3M provision of opportunity to learn for learners, 4) NET promoting information
technology model, and 5) MSPA operating model of integrated educational management

system for educational service areas and school, were implemented in those 10 schools.

Research results

1) The pre-test score showed that students in 25 schools' desired characteristics
of KBE learners in Thai pride were at the high level at the average of 3.68. The other 3
characteristics; smart consumer, breakthrough thinker, and social concern, were at the

medium level at the average of 3.26, 3.43, and 3.33 respectively.

For type A school, students’ Thai pride was at the high level at the average of

3.83 while the aspect of smart consumer was at the medium level at the average of 3.36.

For type B, C, and D schools, students’ Thai pride was at the high level at the

average of 3.60, 3.63, and 3.63 respectively while the other 3 characteristics were at

medium level.

2) The post-test scores showed that all 4 characteristics of the desired

characteristics of KBE learners of 10 schools were significantly higher at 0.05 levels.
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For type A school, all 4 characteristics of the desired characteristics of KBE

learners were significantly higher at 0.05 levels.

For type B and C school, all 4 characteristics of the desired characteristics of
KBE learners were significantly higher at 0.05 levels. However, the team working and net

working sub-aspect was higher but not significantly.

For type D school students, all 4 characteristics of the desired characteristics
of KBE learners were significantly higher at 0.05 levels. However, the innovative and
creative and breakthrough thinking skills were indifferent. Beside, the quality minded,

standard, and excellence sub-characteristics were lower than the pre-test scores.
