This thesis aims to study the establishment of teacher professional organizations and
the control of teacher profession in connection with the background, roles and responsibilities of
Kurusapha, which is responsible for the teacher professional organizations and the control of
teacher profession. The study also includes concepts, theories and the legal measures in relation to
the establishment of teacher professional organizations and the control of teacher profession. In
this study, the natures and patterns of the organization establishment, operating procedures and
legal status of Kurusapha are analyzed. This brings about the guidelines in organizing the system
of professional organizations in the Thai legal system and suggests the possible ways to
appropriately amend the law on the establishment of Kurusapha.

It is found that Kurusapha has its legal status as the State’s administrative unit in the
type of public organization. It has roles and responsibilities to control the educational professions,
comprising teacher profession, administrative profession of educational institutes and educational
administrative profession and profession of other educational personnel (Educational Supervisor).
The professions under the control and responsibility of Kurusapha has the controlling area merely
for the obovementioned professions working in the educational institutes and educational units in
the childhood, fundamental levels and high education which is lower than the degrees in both
public and private universities.

The organ which exercises the supreme power of Kurusapha is the Kurusapha
Committee. In this respect, the Committee of Professional Standard to help lessen the burdens of
the Kurusapha Committee by considering to issue the certificates of professional license to the

educational professions and to revoke the said license. This also includes the promotion,
