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The objective of the study is to examine the concepts and forms of the doorways in
the religious buildings. The study will cover 2 styles (1) Thai Traditional temples, (2) the Royal
Rama III style. The cases selected for study are: Wat Suwannaram, Wat Ratchasittharam, Wat

Dusidaram, Wat Ratchaorasaram, Wat Kalayanamit and Wat Nangsee.

The findings of the study are that the forms of the doorways both Thai and Chinese
are visibly different as well the clothing ornaments and the animal figure accessories though they
share different in the concept. Then difference indicated stylistic differences which can be all

intended to social contexts and architecture conditions.
