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This survey research aims at studying the factors affecting Internet addiction
behavior and the impact of such addiction. The sample of 541 individuals are those replying
to on-line questionnaire distributed to 1685 Internet users. Sampling techniques are network

sampling and snowball. The assumptions of this study are as follows:

1. The addicts of different demographics have different behaviors of addiction.

2. The addicts with different interests in using the Internet with different technology
have different behaviors of addiction.

3. The addicts lured to‘ use the Internet by different technology have different
behaviors of addiction. .

4. Internet addiction behavior is related to the severity of addiction.

5. The addict's behavior is affected by different types of addiction.

It can be concluded from the results that demographics, using behavior and the type
of technology that lured the addicts to use the Internet were related to 5 types of addiction
behavior. In addition, addiction behavior was found to be related to the impact of Internet
addiction at various levels of severity, and the addicts with different addiction behavior were

affected with different types of addiction.
