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The purpose of writing the composition “Passion Symphony” is to create a
new piece of music, and also to stimulate the general audience’s attention to the
art of classical music.

The composer was inspired by the human’s passion. Scored for a full
orchestra, the symphony based on tonality consists of 3 movements of
approximately 32 minutes in duration. Essential components in the composition
are, for instances, major, minor, diminished and augmented chords as well as
superimposed 4" chords, and polychord.

The composition is mainly homophonic and polyphonic. The compositional
techniques employed are sequence, imitation, repetition, ostinato, inversion and
transformation, etc. Changing meters and tempo are also used: apparently

simple time and compound time.
