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The purpose of this quasi-experimental research were to study effects of the discharge planning
program with caregivers participation on nursing service satisfaction and self-efficacy in caring for acute
diarrhea pediatric patient of caregivers. Subjects were 30 caregivers of hospitalize children who were
purposively assigned to an experimental group or a control group, 15 in each group. The experimental group
received nursing care using the discharge planning program with caregivers participation. The control group
received routine nursing care. The research instruments included the discharge planning program, the
discharge planning for quality of nursing care project and a handbook of the discharge planning program
with the caregivers' self-efficacy and the nurses' satisfaction questionnaires. All research instruments were
tested for content validity by a panel of five experts. The caregivers’ self-efficacy questionnaire and nurses’
satisfaction questionnaire had Cronbach's alpha coefficient of 0.90 and 0.84, respectively. All data were

analyzed by mean, standard deviation and t-test.

Majors results were as follows:

1. Caregivers’ self-efficacy in caring for acute diarrhea pediatric patients after the implementation
of the discharge planning program with caregivers participation were higher than before, at the 0.5 level.

2. Caregivers' self-efficacy in caring for acute diarrhea pediatric patient who received the
discharge planning program with caregivers participation was significantly higher than that of the caregivers
who received routine nursihg care, at the 0.5 level.

3. Caregivers' nursing service satisfaction for acute diarrhea pediatric patient who received the
discharge planning program with caregivers participation was significantly higher than that of the caregivers

who received routine nursing care, at the 0.5 level.

These results suggest that the discharge planning program with caregivers participation can
improve caregivers’ selif-efficacy and caregivers’ nursing service satisfaction for acute diarrhea pediatric

patient.
