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This research aimed to study about teachers’ and parents’ expectations upon the internet usage
behavior of secondary students at Assumption College. The sample used in this research was 108 teachers, 346
parents, and 346 secondary school students of Assumption College of Bang Rak by using questionnaires as

tools for collecting data. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The following was found from the research. 1) Most teachers were female who mostly had got a
bachelor degree and had experience of using internet for 5 — 6 years. Mostly, the subjects they taught had
activities that required using internet in order for searching for additional data in studied contents. The teachers
considered that the right place for playing internet was the students” home. Most of the teachers considered that
the reason why students used internet was that they became addicted to online games. The purpose for playing
internet of most students was to search for data for studying. The teachers expected that students would use
internet for academic purposes. The thing to worry about students using internet was filthy or obscene media.
The risk factors that teachers considered high level of risk was playing games for more than 3 consecutive
hours. Various groups of contents on website that teachers considered most appropriate for students to access
included education. 2) Parents, most of whom were fathers, held bachelor degree, had their own business, and
had experience of playing internet for 1 — 2 years; the computer was located in students’ bedroom; and they
rarely used internet with their children. Mostly, parents followed the behavior of using internet of their children
by requesting to observe together with the children. The parents thought that the reason of using internet of
their children was that the school required them to; the objective for using internet of students was to chat
onling; type of data that they wanted their children to use from internet was academic data; parents worried
about the poor grade; and the way they could prevent their children from accessing to adult websites was to
inform or explain to them. The risk factors for using internet that parents thought or considered highly risky
was they made an appointment or met with an opposite-sex friend they did not know before. The content on
website that parents considered most appropriate for students to access was news. 3) Most students used
internet at home on Saturday — Sunday. The students had full freedom in playing internet. The time of playing
was not certain (depending on free time). The reason of using internet was thét they wanted up-to-date data.
The purpose for playing internet of most students was to search for data conceming their study. The type of
data that was needed most was data on music. Most students had behavior of playing games for more than 3

consecutive hours. Websites at the same time; most of was to search for data.
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
