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The rescarch aimed at 1) studying opinions, intentions and attitudes of the undergraduate
students in the Faculty of Techmcal Fducation, the Faculty of Engineering and the Faculty of
Applied Science at King Mongkut's Institute of Technology North Bangkok, and 2) comparing
their opinions, intentions and attitudes about the surrounding environment at King Mongkut’s
Institute of Technology North Bangkok. The target population of the study was regular
undergraduate students in semester 1/2004. The subject group participating in the study included
159 first-year and 169 fourth-year students in the Faculty of Technical Education, 486 first-year
and 169 fowth-year students in the Faculty of Engincering, and 384 first-year and 468 fourth-year
students in the Faculty of Applied Science, totaling 1,079 students. Likert’s rating scale
questionnaire and open-ended questionnaire were used as research tools.

The study found the following :

1) Students’ desire toward the environment of the university in five aspects had the average
of moderate desire. The mean of each aspect was as the follows: that teaching and learning (high
desire = 3.63), the edcational management to serve the expectations of students (moderate desire =
3.16), activities (moderate desire = 3.27), stadent services (moderate desire = 3.36), buildings and
locations (moderate disire = 3.16)

2) The comparison of the disire of students toward the environment of King Mongkut’
Institute of Technology North Bangkok determining by the academic year of students was as follows :

There was no overall difference in terms of teaching and learning. With item-analysis, the
study, however, found that their intentions differed at the significant level of .Ql, concerning the
teacher’s submission of evaluation on time, and at the significant level of .05, concerning the

subject contents of the course, teacher’s ability and teacher-student relationship.

There was no overall difference in terms of schooling. With item-analysis, their intentions
were different at the significant level of .05, concerning four-year appropriate occupational
curriculum.

There was no overall difference in terms of student activities. With item-analysis, their

intentions were different at the significant level of .05, concerning student motivation in activity

participation from the Institute.

There was no overall difference in terms of student services. With item-analysis, their
intentions were different at the significant level of .05, concerning the online catalogue system at
the Central Library.

There was no overall difference in terms of buildings and locations. With item-analysis,
their intentions were different at the significant level of .01, conceming desk and chair
availability, teaching materials, cleaning, and inside and outside sanitary restrooms. Their
intentions were also different at the significant level of .05, conceming convenient home-to-

school journeys, good facilities, enough lighting and good ventilation.
