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This research attempted to study the levels of expectation of the Provincial
Electricity Authority officers toward privatization and to compare the expectation of the
Provincial Electricity Authority officers toward privatization characterized by demographic
data as well as the knowledge regarding privatization. The sample was comprised of
364 officers. The questionnaires with the confidence level of 0.8632 were used to
collect data which, in turn, were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation. The testing of the hypotheses at the siatistically significant level of
0.05 was accomplished by applying t - test and F - test.

The research findings indicated that the overall levels of expectation toward
privatization of the officers were at average level. The change in status was reported to
be highest level of expectation while the career stability was perceived at the lowest
level. Upon the comparison, the officers with differences in gender, age, level of education,
dﬁration of working, income, and knowledge showed statistically significant difference in
levels of expectation toward privatization at the 0.05 level. The female officers showed
higher level of expectation toward privatization than did the male officers. Specifically,
those female respondents could be described as single, over 30 years of age with
degree higher than bachelor's degree, working for more than ten years, earning less
than 15,000 baht a month, and showing knowledge regarding privatization at average to

high level.
