FACTORS RELATED TO MARRIED LIFE SATISFACTION OF VISUALLY
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ABSTRACT

This is explorative research that uses a questionaire to study factors related to
married life satisfaction of visually impaired persons living in The Bangkok area. The
subjects were members of The Thailand Association of the Blind registered in Bangkok
consisting of 129 blind and low vision persons who were married and were still living
with their spouses 66.7 percent of the subjects were male and 33.3 percent female with
68.2 percent totally blind and 31.8 percent as low vision persons. Spouses of the subjects
were divided into 47.3 percent totally blind, 30.2 percent sighted and 22.5 percent with
low vision. The research used a structured questionnaire on married life satisfaction
designed by Spanier, G.B. (1976) as the basis of the survey with reliability of 0.87. Further
modifications were made for visually impaired subjects.

In addition to measuring overall level of satisfaction, five factors (religion, level
of education, length of marriage, number of children and economic status of the family)
were measured for impact on levels of satisfaction of the marriage.Data was analysed by
descriptive statistics (percentage, mean, standard deviation), Pearson product moment
correlation coefficient, Chi-Square test, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

Most of the subjects had a moderate level of married life satisfaction. Pre-marital
factors (religion and level of education) and post-marital factors (number of children,
length of marriage, and economic status of the family) were not related and could not be
used to predict married life satisfaction of visually impaired persons.

30.2 percent of the subjects thought they needed to improve themselves by being
less moody, 15.5 percent by being more responsible, and 13.2 percent by having more
mutual understanding. They also thought that their spouses should improve on my being
less moody 22.5 percent, to have more mutual understanding 18.6 percent and to be more
responsible 15.5 percent. The seasons for marriage were understanding each other (17.2
percent) wanting someone to help (17.2 percent) love (8.5 percent) and a combination of
all three reasons (56.5 percent.)

The study shows that married visually impaired persons living in Bangkok area
may have some problems coping with their marriages. If they have proper guidance in
preparation for marriage, the situation may improve. It is recommended that organizations
providing counselling or rehabilitation services for visually impaired persons should hold
seminars, provide training, and offer counselling services to blind and low vision persons
in the area of marriage. This will help improve the overall quality of life for this group of
disabled individuals.
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
